“Toussaint L'Ouverture” was the suhject
of the oration of Mr, Donahue, Creighton's
representative, the winner of second place
L'Ouverture was born a siave in San Do-
mingo In 1781 with the French, given over
the Juxury and sensualily, the mastera of
the sland. There ware a half million slaves
with no past to inspire them, no future to
look forward to. Galling under the yoke
of the French, all they needed was a leader,
and at an opportune moment L'Ouverture
came forward when the French wors ut
war with European countries and wrestod
from them freedom for his people, and out
of the turmoll feunded & harmonlous state,
In a fow years, however, the French took
the slave-hero prisoner by treachery, hav-
Ing falled to capture him In regular war-
fare, and placed him In a prison where he
soon died.

An excellent lesson was drawn from the
life of the slave lender of & hundred years
ago By the speaker, who stated that no
lite is Jost if It is spent in the service of
humanity.

Miss M. Hogue spoke for Grand Island
colloge In the contest, securing third place.
Her subject was, "Athenr and Jerusalem,”
the one beilng named as the seat of learn-
Ing, the other as the seat of devotion to
the Almighty. Patterna and models in
mental development come from Athens and
