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Bixteen-Hour Law Abused,

MARSHALLTOWN, Ia., Feb, b« B
(Bpeclal }—Investigation anwng the em-
ployex of the three roads which pass
through this clty develops that train and
engine men are by no meais satisfied with
Lhe new sixteen-hour law and they are of
the opinion that It is a fallure the way it
has so far worked out, Radlroad managers
have never had any real ympathy with
the law, which compels radlroad men to
take ten hours’ rest after each sixteen
hours of coptinusous labor,

The chisf complaint among the ralltoad
men le that the law forces them to “lay up”
in all sorts of “Jerk water' stationp, where
the end of the sixteen-hour work period
happens to find them. In many fnstances,
they say, this forces them to remaln for
ten hours In some small town notl more
than an hour or two dsant from thelr
regular division point or terminus. Thay
blumae poor dispatching urd de'nys to trains,
| that could be avolded, for much of this.
They are of the opirion that the men oper-
aling trains should be given a Utlle more
leoway and allowed to contimue to work
over time, If by doing so for a few hours
they may compiete thelr regular run with-
out walting telh hours at some undesirable
place for rest. The smploves are given no
alternatiye (n the matter by the law, afd
are forced under its stipulations to "tie up"
and cease work when the sixteen hours are
endod, These complaints come from the
men of the ‘frelght service, who are fre-
quently affected

Following the ad-
dreas of Mr. Taft Fev. Charles C. Albert-
son of Rochester apoks on  “American
Demoerncy' and John M., Hull of Buffalo
on “"Patriotlsm.”

Al the close of the banguet club mem-
bers presented a silver loving cup to Beec-
retnry Taft,

In the course of hin address Beorstary
Taft had a word to say as to the natlon's
unpreparcdness for war.

“Washington dermed tha preparation of
the nation for war of high Importance,”
sald Becrotary an‘,. “Our humiliating ex-
pertence with reférence to our army In
the war of 1812 and the Immenss loxses
which we suffered In the eivll war from
lack of preparations, show that In this re-
spect at leawt we hove not followed the
advies of tha first president. We are, how-
ever, making our navy morse and more
respectabls each year, and I am very hope-
ful that cangrens will take the steps which
will make our army a proper nucleus for
the rapld enlargement of a fores for na-
tional defeonse commensurate with the popu-
lation of the country and with the extent
of our jurisdiction.'

Washington Agalnst Sectlonalism.

Among other things, Secrotary Taft sald;

“Warhington deprecated In the strongest
terms & seotional party and it ls trua that
one of the great parties finds much of its
strength today In the south, while the other
party s almost wholly without voling
strength there. This condition is due not
to present lving issues, but to the ghos's
of the past, and to the Year of U recurrence
of conditlons that are utterly lmpoasible,
May we not In the next decade, therefora,
look to a change in this respect, 8o that the
two great parties shall be nearly equally
distributed through all of the states of
the unlon, and the peaceful political battle-
ground be spread south of Mason and
Dixon's line an it s today morth of that
line, .

“Agaln, Washington pointed out the
necessity for maintaining the wsoparation
of the hranches of the federal guvernmuont
into which the constitution divided it, and
warned the country against the danger of
the usurpution of the powers of one branen
by another, From time to time In politicul
discusslons we have heoard much of such
umrpum.

No Usurpatiop by Executive,

“From time to time It is asserted against
an executive that he Is usurping the fune-
tions of the legislature, but as long na
congresa retains the power of appropriation
and expenditure of money the danger in
this regard ia negligible.

“The president la vested by the constitu.
tion with the right to advise congrass in
respect to logislation, and, In the exerciss
of the Umited veto power, actually taken

part in it. In view of his legitimate fune-
tions In securing legislation it is far fetched
to term hie personal Influence In sscuring
the pasaage of useful legislation a \wsurpa-

“In respect to the frequently made asser- |
tlon that since Washington's day the |
powers of the nsational government under
the constitution have been greatly widened
by construction in comparison with the
powers of the state. and that, therefors.
it may be sald that the national govern.
ment has usurped stale powers ¢ & = 7
can only enter a dlesent from thoe view,
The growth ot'lhe national power, ag com-
pared with the state power, la dus to the
fact that in the development of this coun-
try and its business those functions which
were always national cover now a wider
field of operations than they Ald in the
beginning of our government.

“On the whole, howgver, and allowing
for the changed conditions due to tha
enormous growih of the country, It can
be truly sald that the injunction of Wanah-
ington to keep within the cqmututlmull
division of powers has been sacredly kept.'
