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REBATE LAW HOLDS GOOD

Hepburn Act Does Not Repeal It, Says
Sopreme Court.

MUCH HINGES UPON ‘- DECISION
Fedrral Tribunal Declides Great
Northern Company Must Pay
in Motly Contested Min-
nesotn Case.

WARHINGTON, Feb. M.—Thes question
whether the rallroad rate law known as
the Hephurn act repeals section one of the
Eikina act prohibiting rebates on rallroads,
was involved in the case of the Great North-
orn rallway company against the United
Biaten which was decidad today by the su-
preme court of the United Btates agninst
the raliroad company and agalnst the con-
tention of such mppeal.

The case was Instituted In the United
Blates disiriot court for tha District of Min-
nesots, which court fined the rallrosd

0 each for fifteen vioclations of the

ot section of the Eilkins law.

The alleged offenses againut the law ware
committed during the summer of 186 and
ponsisted of granting concesslons to the
W. P, Devaraux company on its shipmaents
of oats and corn from Minneapolls to points
In Washington. Tha company admitied the
concensions and fought the prosccutllon an
the ground that by amending the Eikins
act po as to provide for punishment by im-
prisonment rather than by fines the Hep-
burn act had so modified the original law
a8 o accomplish its repeal and render
punishment undsr [t Impracticable. To.
dny’'s decislon was announced by Justlcs
White and affirmed the finding of the dis-
triet eourt and the United States eiroult
court of appeals.

Opinfon of Justice White,

Justice White aald that the effect of the
Hepburn law In repealing the Elkins not
must be considered in the light of seation
18 of the revised statutes, which provides
that the repeal of any statute shall not
have the effect of releasing any party of
Nability incurred under the statute repealed.
He sald it was clear that the mere ropeal
of conflicting laws 4 In no way repugnant
to that statute and there could be no con-
tention that standing alone the adt had the
result of destroying the effect of seotlon
18, Quoting section 107 of the Hepburn act,
which provides that the met shall not af«
fect “casos pepnding In the courts,'” Justice
White pald:

He bacame a socialist an
anarchist at 86 yvears of age. He Is & shoe-
maker by trade. He came to Amerion two
years ago and has aince been teaching
anarchy, working but little at his trade.
He llved before coming to Denver at Pater-
mon, N. J., In small towns of Massachu-
selts and in Chicago. He cama to Denver
two wadéks before Christmas

The statements of Guarnacclo that he ia
an anarchist s bome out by Istiers and
Yumphiets (aken from hhn. Among s
lotters was a printed list of the murders of
the world's rulers from the masassination
of Cear Paul of Russia in 181, down (o the
recent killing of the king of Portugal a few
weeks ago. He also had many pages of
anarchlstic lterature, In his own hand-
writing and on printed slips,

Father Pacificus of the Frangisean mon-
axtery at Boventeanth and Center streets,
thodgh he did not have a personal ao-
quaintance with Father Leo, saw him some
yoars ago and knew of his character and
work. He wus much shocked to hear of
his trrible death, as were all Catholics in
