Another thing I belleve, Is that the names
of all candidates should be printed oh the
ballot. The vote on ward counclimen deni-
onstrates this need. No stickera or writing
in of names should be required. Buch a
system is confusing to the ordinary voter
and paturally repults in the spolling of a
large number of ballots. There ought to be
wome way whereby no known democrat
could vole for a republican candidate =t
a nominating primary or & republican vota
for a democrat.”

the Bradley company is thus entitied to
crodit on its ascount.

In making the charge that the contract
was In violatlon of ths anti-trust law ths
David RBradisy company allegesa it pro-
vided that Bradley & Co. should, in the
pale of the twine, mest the prices of the
Internationn] Harvester compeny and the
Flymouth Cordage ocompany.
