WASHINGTON, March 1 —Responding ta
n letter of Inquiry to the interstate com-
merce committen of the senate, Lhe Inter-
state Commerce commiasion has written 4
Ietler taking a position In opposition to
Benstbr Fulton's bill prohibiting ral'rosd
companies from advancing rates in the face
of & protest madea by o shipper untll the
commission shall have passad upon the
reasonableness of the Increase. 'To gRivae
1o the protest of a single shippar the of-
feet of proveniing the advance of any
rate untl)l the reaponablencss of that ad-
vanct wus affirmatively determined by the
commission,'' sAys the letter, “won'd on-
tablish a hard and fast rule of doubtful
falrnens (o the rallroads and questignavle
Advantage to the public. Under existing
conditions we are of the opinfon that it
would be unwise Lo adopt the arbiteary
limitation which this bl proposes, what-
ever may be found desirable or necravary
In this regard In the future '

The commiasion also finds an objection to
the bill in & possibility of Increased bur-
dens upon the commisslon. On this polut
they may: “1f every proposed advanes had
to be Investigated by the commission and
officlally sanctionsd bafore It could take
offeat the number of cases to be consid-
cred would presumably be so great as to
rander thely prompt dluposition almost lm-
poarible. In_ instances of justitiable In-
creane (he necsssity of delay resniting from
the probable velume of cases would work
injustice to the carrlers, Untll conditions
hecoma more stable and the substantiative
provislony of the act are more complataly
observed In rallrosd tariffs and polloles,
we entertaln the bellef that wider latitude
of diseretion on the part of carriers than
this measurs allows should be permitted.”

The commission also suggests as a pos-
sible affect of the LU, the preventing of
voluntary reductions of rates. “If," they
may, “the rate could be Increased without
the approval of the commimsion after af-
firmative showing by the ecarrier, It might
happen thal many reductions now volun.
tarlly uceordesd wouwld not bs made."

OHIO CONVENTION TOMORROW

Hépublienna ™I Probably Declare
for Reviston of Tartf—Taft In
Fall Control.

COLUMBUS, O, March 1.—The republican
state conventlon, which will mest here on
Tusgday next, will declare for revision of
the tarifft If recent plans are carriod out.
The piatform I not yet entirely formulated
and It in, of course, entirely possible that
mans changes Wil be made In It before
final adoption by the convention. The pres-
ent  understonding s, however, that the
declarntion will be for a revision of the
tariff nlong protective fines, At A special
moeeting of the next congrose.

The policies of President Roosevelt will
be upheld and Taft will be endorsed.

The advanece guard of the conventlon com-
menced to siraggle Into the clty today, but
the great number of delegatos In not ox
pected bafore tomorrow. All of the candl-
dates are on the ground and they are suffl-
clently numerous in themselves to constitute
4 formidable array.

The convention will nume candidates for
Governor, lleutenant governor, sscrotary of
slate, stale treasurer, auditor of state, dairy
and food comimissioner, attorney general,
commisstaniers of public works (two), judges
of supreme court (twol. clerk of the supreme
rourt and four delegntes-at-large to the
republiphn natlonal econvention, Governor
Harris will be renominated by scclamation,
as will, In all probabliity, the present secre-
tary of siate, Carm! A. Thompeon.

The four delegates-at-large to the republi-
can natlonal convention will be Myron T,
Herrick, Cleveland: Charles P. Taft, Cln-
cinnatl; A, L Vorys, Lancaster, and Gov-
ernor Andrew [. Harrls of Eaton.

It Is understood that thers will be no slate
prepared for the conventlon gnd that the
fight for all of the offices will be open,
Nelther Benator Foraker nor Senator Dick
Is expectad to attend the convenilon.

MARBHALLTOWN, fun, Morch 1.—{(8pe-
clal.)—A most Interesting and very unusual
operation was performed in this city today,
when local surgspns removed from the pel-
vic region of M Elmer Enfleld a demold
tumor of ihe size of m covonnut. The opern-
tion is a rare one and the first ever per-
formed In this oity. The dermold was n
freak of nature and was of congenital
origin. Mrs. BEnfleld, who |8 25 was
in the embryonle state, some matrix of her
makeup became Muplacsd and Jodged in the
pelvie region. This matrix schould have
formed a portion of the acalp, bul being
misploced in the pelvie reglon, nature en-
closed ft In & seck and it continued to grow
as though it had beon a part of the scalp.
It produced about a square inch of what
would have been scalp, and on this plece
of skin halr grew, of such density and
Isngth that It formed a brald, after the
tumor was removed, four feet In length,
All these years this misplaced bit of Mrs.
Enfield's makeup has been nurtured by
the olla and secretlons that ordinacly nour-
ish the scalp und (it has flourished, Re-
cently It has been growing very rapldly, and
K was removed for fear that If left It would
soon assume enormous sise and make the
operation stil more diffioult. A small wen,
frequently found In mealps, had developed
on the plece of skin. The halr was matted
and tangled In & mass. Mra. Enfield shows
every Indiention of recovering.

STOCKMEN T0 RAISE FUND

To Show Value of Protein Rations at
National Corn Exposition,

CORN ALONE TO0 EXPENSIVE|

Corn Higher and Hogs Lower Canses
Farmers Big Loss and Live Stock
Interests Propose to Take
a Hand.

Plans ars being made by the live stook
interesta of Bouth Omaha (o subreribe A
special fund to be umsed In demonstrating
tn farmers the value of protaln ratlons
when mixed with corn an a food for hogs,
believing that the time has arrived when
corn cannot he profitably fed as It wns
I years gone by, The demonstration will
be made one of the features of the NWa-
tional Corn exposition, which Is to be he'd
In Omaha.

The necessity for the Ademonstration,
which will lead to greater profits for the
hog producers, Is shown In the Inquirice
which are made almost svery day to thoss
Intereated in the corn show, The experl-
rnea related to Prof. J. Wikkes Jones nt
the Nebraska Press associntion by ono
large feader and hog grower, ia sald by
South Omaha live miock dealers, to be a
anmmaon one,

“Tha farmer told me that he began to
feed two ears of shoats last fall” said
Prof, Jones. “The price of hogs was a
Nttle off, bul corn was bringing o good
price, Several years ago, sccording o
the farmer, the priee of eorn and pork
woent up and down together, but recently
ths pries of corn has gone higher and
hogs have gone lower. The farmer hay
fed the hoge all winter on corn he ralsed
himself, but from the amount consumed he
would have mnade enough to buy a new
nutomoblle If he had mold the corn and
shoats last fall. He simply could not af-
ford to put corn Into pork and sell the hogs
at present market prices.’

Aocording te Prof. Jones, hundreds of
farmers are making the anme expensive
blunder and he declares that stralght eorn
eannot be fed to hogs with profit in the
futura and some means must be found of
combining the foods.

Glucose ve. Hogs.

“In tha earller days most of the cern
crop was fed to live stock or made into
whisky," sald Prof. Jones, "Today, only
A small per cent of the corn crap s used
for making whisky, More than ons-hualf
of the corm crop of the corn belt states is
fed an the farms. Thers are but a few
surplus corn producing states. The re-
malning states foed aboul all that |s grown.
Niinols, Towa, Nebraska, Indians, Missourt
and Kansas are the principal corn pro-
ducing states. Theso stites are important
live stock states, but the several glucose
and hominy mills and other Industries are
bidding agalnst the feedar for the corn
erop. The glucose Industry alone consumes
from 40,000,000 to 50,000,000 bushels of cors
per annum, This s equal to the surplus
crop sold out of the state of Nebraska.
In early days the potato crop of the staie
of New York furnished the raw material
for the great starch factories, bat Inter the
most of the world's starch wsupply cams
from corn,

“"Raw starch was worth from 345 (o 15
por ton. Bclence came Into partnership
with the corn growers and another entirely
new Industry was developed along with
Atarch making. A machine was perfocted
that would seperate the germ from the
grit portion of the kernel,

“The germ or heart of the kernel con-
tulns conslderable oil. By proper proceas-
Ing this germ yields n liberal amount of
oll—about two pounds of oll from esch
bushel of corn, valued at about & cents per
pound or 00 per ton, as compared with
starch at half that value, Ten cents per
bushel on corn amounts to & considerable
sum, eapecially with a great factory con-
suming 30,000 bushels per day, and the In-
teresting part of the whole uffalr |s that
this oll was formerly even worse than a
by-product, Cornmeal or hominy or corn
flour, If -made from the whole kernel of
corn, would soon durn 'strong.” The ofl
would become rancld. The country miller
today must grind cdornmeal at frequent In-
tervals or his customers will complain of
“strong' bread.

Protein Foods Needed.

*“I'ie oll does not turn rancld so readily
before the kernel is crushed—while the oll
s yot mealed up in nature's cells. Now that
& process Is found for removing the germ
which contalne almost all of the ofl, the
former objection s overcome and n very
valuable product Is now manufactured.

“It mesns that carn can not be profit-
ably fed In & haphazard fashion. as was
the case in earller days. The experiment
mation has pininly demonstrated that the
feador needs alfalfa or clover for a protein
ration to properly balance the ofl eontent in
corn. The best types of corn that are Erown
today contaln more ofl than did the corn
ten yoears ago, when we received only 1§
and 20 conta per bushel for corn Instead of
6 to B0 cents per bushel toduay."
