Mnaron Is the young man who Is known
by the police to have attended an anar-
chint mesting at Workman's hall with
Averbuch last Sunday night, and who (s
declared by the police to have been the
slnin assassin's most intimate companion.
Maron nnd Averbuch wars togwether
throughout the meecting and are said to
have left the hall together after the meest-
ing was over. After his arreat Maron was
takean to the Maoxwell street police station
and closely questioned. For a time he re-
fused to admit his 1dentity, buot finally
moknowledged that he had known Avers
buch for some time and that they had at-
Aended mnarchist meetings togethar. Con-
miderable anarchistic literature was found
In his possession _when he was searched at
the station,

According to Detectivea O'Brien and
O'Connell, Maron went to the homes of a
number aof parsona living in the immedintn
vicinity of Averbuch's home early today
And made Inquicies as to Averbuch, Maron,
e police sy, cannot read EngHsh and
speaks the language badly. After he had
been guestioned pt the Maxwell street po-
lice station, Chief of Police Bhippy and
Assivtant Chief BSchuettler were notified
Oof his arrest, and they ordersd that Lhe
man be taken at onee to the clty hall
A patrol wagon was (mmediately coalled
and Maron was gulekly transferred Lo As-
sistant Chief Schusettler's office.

Senators Are Coming Out in Oppo-
sition to the Moasure.

WABHINGTON, March 8—(Special Tele-
gram. ) —Emboldoned by the speeches of
Bonstor Willlam Alden Bmith of Michigan
and Senator Knute Nelson of Minnesoin
against the Aldrich bl opponsnta of that
measurs ars coming out intoe the open and
declaring that if passed it will not acoom-
plish the purposes for which it was in-
tended, its only benefit belng to oreate a
market for rallrond securitios Bonator
Brown, who has listened most sarnestly to
the discussionn of the bill, today came out
Matfootedly against the measure. To Thae
Bee correspondent he sald that he knew
of no permon dr bank in Nebrasks who was
dead set In favor of the bill. In s opin-
ton the bill was framed In the Interesat of
New England and Now York bunkers and
that it would not stop any future panle,
Thoe menator was emphatio In his declara-
tion that there was absolutely no need for
such legislation, the only need of & cura-
tive bill being to protect’ the Ametican
people from fulure panics, which the Al
drich bill did not do.

The senator sald he was apposed to the
olause of the bill permitting the Issue of
currency upon rgllrond bonds and thought
that foature of the bl wan an Ingenlous
schame to put into the handes of unscru-
pulous bDankers milllons of dollafe that
might bu needed to corner any great rall-
road stock. Am Lhla bill does not provide
for any gusranty to depositors and as the
people of Nebraska wmost generally are
agninst an esset currency he will vote
agninat the bill,

There Is also, & rumor current that Sen-
ator Burkett holda to thip same view, but
ns he is in Beston today it was imposaible
to ascertain his views.

olude many fraternal publieations from the
