LINCOLN, Mareh B.—(8pecinl)—The
atate hias won 1ts mult against the exprega
ocompaniss doing business in the stale of
Netranka, the aupreme court having overs
ruled the plen of abatement filed by thes
attorneys for the company. The dovision
compels Ul express companies to obey
the Binley law unless they can show the
rates provided in that law are not coms
pensatory. The law reduced the rates 25
per cent. The court ordered the express
companies 1o whow causs by March 17
why & temporary Injunctlon should not be
festied to compel them to oboy the law,
This will bring, the cose up on s merita
The decielon In recognized as a landmark
in judielal higtory and will have fts ef-
fert on similar cases In other state

The effect of the decision on the public
control of ralireads, express companies,
telegraph and welephone companiea and
other common carriers will he more
powerful than any other judicial decision
of recent Fears. It eaxtends to the on-
forcemont of laws regulating rates and
the menagement of common carriers
new application of the remedy by Injune.
tion and provides a meothod of compelling
public mervice corporstiona to obey the
flews unti]l they are dsclored unconstifu-
tional.

franchise to the rallroad company to be.
come & eorporation and to exercise the
right of eminent domain and take private
property for public use, even against the
will of the owner, Is the sume power whioh
Is exercised to promote the public safely
by requiring the lines to ba fenced, road
crospings to made, cattle guasds con-
structed, which regulatea the transporia-
tion of llve stock, prohibits the exaction

While there are cases announcing doe-
trines which may not be In entire harmony
with these, we believe that, If for no other
reanson, the marvelous development of
franchined public servies corporations dur-
ing the present generation demands that of
two opposing policies that one should be
adopted which lcaves the state most un-
fottared In its powers of rogulation and
control and most free In adopting speedy
and adequate moeans of safeguarding the
publlc Interest by direct action, If neces-
sury In the court of last resort.

IL In the duty of the attorney general to
appear for Lthe state and prosecuts ajl ne-
tionis In the supreme court In which the
state shall be Interested or a party and
he may on' his own motion bring and pross-
cute for the stats any sull, matter or thing,
elvil or eriminal, th which the state s
interentod or relating to any matter con-
rected with the executive department.
