PPOKING, March 7.—Japan's ultimatum
in the rase of the Japaneso steamahip,
Tatsu Muru, was presented to the head of
the Chiness Forelgn board yesterday, and
today the board has the matter under con-
sideration. The Tatsu was seized off
Mueans on February 7 by Chiness customs
crulsers on the charge that s cargo of
arms and ammunition was intended for
Chinese revolutionists, aithough consignoed
to a merchant of that place. The steamer
Is now being held at Whampoa, on the
Canton river,

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FARMERS AND ROBBERS FIGHT

Deaperaie Ruannlag Battle Oeours
Near Pedrliokton, N, J,, Thieves
Heing Captared,

CAMDEN, N. J, March 7.—A pitched
battie between [armers and three robbers,
in which two of the moes wera caplured,
but the third saceeseded In eluding  the
farmers, followed the daring robhery early
today of the postoffices al Pedricktown
and Bridgeport, about thirty miles south

The robbers appeared at Pedricktown
shortly after midnight and stole a team
from a livery siable. ‘They then went to
tha postoffics, blew open the safe and
staole $58 in money and stamps. The force
of the explosion wrecked the bullding and
the place took [Mire. The robbers then
fitd with the team.

Before the flamon were oxtingulshed the
building was domaged to the extent of
about 200, While some af the people were
battling with the flames others organized
a pogse to eapturse the robbers. The men,
however, escaped

Bhortly after 8 o'cliock this morning,
after a fight earler In the day with the
posse, two men carrying a third were seen
at Wenonah and within & short time a
score of farmors, well armed, gave chase
and. soon had them penned In the woodn
nowr by, Both aldes opened flre. One of
the robbern fell and the second threw up
his hands and surrendered. The third man
held his ground for some tUme, but fled
further into the woudls,

The wounded man and the one who sors
rondered were taken Into  custody and
locked up In the Woodbury jail. One of
the men, Wililam McCoy, had his face lit-
erally riddled with buckshot. The other
Injured man s not expecisd ta recovor.
The robber captured with MeCoy wus later
brought to Woodbury and also committed

to jall under care of physlcians. He gave
the name of John Burne, with noe howme,
and sald he was 17 yours of age. In o to
