Otherwise They Can Dispense No
Liquor, Rules Judge Estelle,

FIELD CLUB WILL APPEAL CASE

Court Holds that to Permit Social Or-
gnunisations te Sell Ligner Wiih-
eut License Would Vielate
Mette of State.

Under a decislon rendered by Judge

Estella of the district court Satur-
day morning, & eoclal  club  which
dispensea liguovs must pay a Teg-
ular liguor license to the elty. The deci-

slon canje in the case filed a short Ume agn
by the Omaha Field club to test the actlon
of the fire and pollce board In ordering
ali thoge clubs to pay a license or qult
selling Nguor. Judge Estelle sostains the
position of the board and holds the dis.
penning of llquors by the c¢lubs Is a4 sale
within the meaning of the law and there-
fore thoe clubs must sccure licensen,

G. W, Fields, who represents the Field
club, announced he would appeal to the
suprema court from Juodge Estelle's deol-
slon, In case the higher tribunal upholds
Judge Hstelle it 13 estimated {ifty or more
cluba in Omahn and South Omaha will
have to prooure licenses elther from the
city or the county. The last grand jury
relurned Indictmonts against the officers
of the Tel Jed Bokol soclety for selling
llquor without a lHeense and the trial of
thess Indictments will constltute a second
tost of the llcense law as wpplied to cluba.

The Fileld ¢lub sult was brought to en-
Join the county and city officials from
interfering with the dlspensing of Nquor
at the c<lub house. The petition stated,
owing to order of the fire and police board
the eountly attormney and the pollce were
threatening to arrest the club officers for
violation of the law and the officers had

]

refused to dispense liguors. It contended
the law was not Intended to apply to
clubs, and that the furnishing of liquors

by the club to s membora was not a sale
in the meaning of the law.

Squarely Agninst the Clah,

In this contentlon Judge Eastelle held
squarsly against the Field olub attorneys,
He also held that club membaers were
subject to the same laws and regulations
as thoss who oould not afford to belong
to clubw, and no clags could be {mmune
from the operatlon of the law.

"The motto of this state,” he sald, “ls
"Equality Before the Law,' and by no pro-
cess of roasoning or definemonts of logle
cAn wa come Lo any other conclusion but
that the stAtute means that nobody ahall
sell Hguor without first procuring o
license. That the transactions with the
clubs are sales cannot he doubted; we all
know they mis sales, To exoept clube
from the operation of the law would be
to set Up A clasa Immune from tha opor-
ation of the law. This s unamerican and
isn contrary to the fundamental spirit of
our sinte expressed in Its motio.”

Tha question aross on a demurrer to the
petition and Judge Estelle sustained the
demurrer and refused (o Issue the In-
Junction.
