TARIFF REVIAION PROSPECTS,

According to semi-official announce-
ment, republican leaders in congress
are proparing to glve serious attens
tion to the question of tariff revision.
The demands that have been pre-
gented from different parts of the
eountry for a readjustment of the
Dingley wschedules to meet changed
conditions have had the effect of arous-
ing the party managers from thelr
former attitude of Indifference. It is
proposed to abandon the Beveridge
bill for a tariff commission, and, In
leu thereof, to have the ways and
means committee of the house, and
probably the finance commitiee of the
senate, hold hearings during the com-
ing summer to outline a definite plan
for revision, to be taken up &t & spe-
eial sesslon fmmediatoly after the next
president s Insugurated.

Such procedure would be in keeping
with the course the republican party
has followed sifice the civil war in
making periodical tarifl readjustments
instead of keeplng up a constant and
disturbing tariff agitation. The pres-
ent tariff law was enncted in 1887 and
will be twelve years old when, a year
henco, the new president steps into of-
fice. No other tariff law has ever had
giuch a long life withont chunge. The
first republican tarilf act after the
eivil war was passed in 1870, the next
fn 1853, the third in 1890 and the
fourth in 1887. Each tariff law rep-
resented a change In the iIndustrinl
conditions of the country that called
for a revision of the schedules. In
each case, the adoption of the new
tarlff was followed by an amasing ex-
pansion of American Industries and
trade. Each hagd been preceded by a
period of depressfon. In 1896, the
vear before tho adoption of the present
tariff, our sxports of manufactured ar-
ticles amounted to $253.000,000. In
1907 they reached $4098,000,000, an
merease of almost 100 per cent,
Democratle dealing with the tariff
problem has resulted only in business
disaster. The Wilson-Gorman tarift
of 1894, over which the democrats
spent a year of wrangling, was fol-
lowed by the overwhelming defeat of
the party that dld the revising. It
failed even to provide revenues suf-
ficlent to meet the expenses of gov-
ernment,

When enacted the Dingley law was
a remarkably well balanced tariff, but
the march of Industry has moved so
fast In twelve yvears that (t is in many
fentures out of touch with the times
and revision 8 necessary to bring it
back to harmony with business neads.
The plan of revision, after careful in-
vestigation, promises a comprohensive
overhauling of all the schedules, to
the end that those which guard Amer-
fcan Industries will be retained and
those which operate only to the injury
of the consumer will ba modified.
ey
CASTRO'S DEFIANCE.
President Castro of Venezuela has
just notifled the American minister
at Caracas, Mr. Russell, that Vene-
zuela will refuse to submit to arbitra-
tion five clalms which have been made
ngainst that country by our govern-
ment., This is Castro’s third refusal
to abide by former agreements to sub-
mit such differences to arbitration and
each refusal has been a little more im-
pertinent than ite predecessor. Sena-
tor Lodge, at the lnstance of the State
department, has offered a resolution
in congress calllng for full Information
on the subject of the disputed claims
and there s some probabllity that
congress may determine on rather
radleal action to bring the saucy Cas-
iro to terms.
The elaims in question have no con-
nection with the Jong standing row
over the asphalt troubles, That was
sach a nasty mess, raising such a
well grounded suapicion that the rival
claimants had mixed up In Venezuelan
politics and revolutions that the Amer-
fean government wisely declded to keep
out. The five pending claims, how-
ever, are based on charges that Castro
has confiseated the property of Amer-
fean cltizens, has hustled some of
them out of Venezuela without proper
warrant, and has shown an utter dis-
regurd of property and treaty rights.
The State department i satisfled that
Lthese clalme present proper lssues for
arbitration, under agroements to whieh
Castro and the Venezuelap government
are parties.
Apparently Castro s & shifty
schemer, He has taken shelter under
the Monroe doctrine several times
when threatened by his European cred-
itors and the United States has pro-
tected him from punishment richly de- |
served. Unmindful of this, he s now |
defylng the United States and it may
beé necessary to glve him a little ele- |
mentary instruction in intérnational de- I
cency

MEETING OF COUNTY ASSESRORS.

All the mssessors of the varlous Ne-
braska countles have been cnlled to
meet at the state capltal during the
coming week to interchange views on
the knotty problems with which they
will have to grapple in making up the
new assessment roll.  All of these as-
sessors were elected last fall and en-
tered upon thelr oficial duties in Jan-
uary of this year. Under the pro-
visions of the Nebraska revenue law
the office of county assessor carries
with It & four-year term with Ineligi-
bllity to re-election. As a consequence
all of the pssessors throughout the
state, with the exception of those who
may possibly have previously served
ns deputies or as preeinet assessors,
are having their first experience in
making up an nssessment roll and all
that was learned by thelr predecessors
during the four years that the new
revenue law has been In effect has to
be learned over again by them,

The first work for the new assessors
thls time Includes not only the quad-
rennial re-valuation of real estate, but
also the Inauguration of the new ter-
mingl tax law—two difficuit taaks In
themselves—to say nothing of the an-
nual lsting of personal property. Il
remalns to be seen whether the legal
limitation of county assessors to one
term of office confers any advantage
on the public to compensate for the
lass of tried ofMelals. Jt depends on
the assessors in great degree to en-
force the revenue law equitably as be-
tween all owners of taxable property
and some uniform methods applylng to
nll the counties are absolutely neces-
sary to prevent the reappearance of
old abuses. The ecoming meeting of
the assessors will be worth while if it
helps accomplish this desired result.

THE LATEST WAR TALK.

European rumor factories, unsuc-
cessful In producing a war between
the United Statea and Japan, arec now
working Industriously to convince the
world that war is Imminent between
China and Japan. The stories of Japa-
nege aggreselon In  Manchuria are
being exnggerated and given a slg-
pnificance that neither of the nations
interested apparently realizes. The
Paris newspapers have it all figured
out that the voyage of the American
fleet to the Pacific s for the express
purpose of having American Iinteresats
guarded by a fleet of battleships In
the orient when the clash comes be-
tween the two nations. Nothing less
than & war, in which China or Japan,
or both, shall ba crushed will satisfy
the trouble forecasters.

While relations between China and
Japan are somewhat strained there is
slight prospect of a clash at arms be-
tween them., <+China is woefully weak,
from a military standpoint, In splte
of efforts made for years to place its
army on a modern fghting basis
Japan, on the other hand, knows the
art of war almost to perfection, but
its national finances are exhausted and
the antl-war sentiment so stropg
among his people that It fs doubtful
if the mikado would dare risk their
opposition by engaging In any war
other than one in self-defense,

There is certain to be diplomatic
differenves between Japan and China
for a long time, owing to thelr con-
flicting Interests in territory and trade,
but the war talk seems to have small
foundation, It probably has its origin
in the wish of gome of the powers for
a conflict between these two npations
that ‘would open the way for the ab-
sorption of Chinese territory by the
viirlous European powers.

RAILROAD EARNINGS,

Responsibility for Shrinkage Noted
in Fablished Heporis,
New York Journal of Commercs.

President MceCren of the Pennsylvania
raliroad, fn the report of the company for
the year 1907, says: “While a number of
causes soriously disturbed public confidence
and thus brought on the financial panle
which so sharply affected the business in-
terests of the country, an important one
was undoubtedly the fear that as the result
of recent fedoral und state legisiation the
regulntion of the raulilways bhad approached
g0 nearly to an effort to control their man-
pgement and revenues Lhat Investments
therain were not assured for thal protec-
gon to whieh they are Justly enbitled.™
This ¢ appended to an explunation of the
eftect of the Z-cente-a-mile-passenger-fare
act of Pennsylvania, and Its pertinency
would seem (o depend somehow upon the
effect af recent logisiation upon the rev-
énues of the company.

It Is our bellef that this leglslation had
very little to do with bringing on the flpan-
oial panie when It came, and it had nothing
to do with preparing Lhe condillons which
mode such an event Inevitable souner or
later, No doubt business depression, from
whatever cause, must affect the volume of
thelr tralfic, bul whas reiation bas Lhis Lo
tha record of earnings of the Pennsylvania
system last year? Up to nesrly the end of
the year the traffle conlinued heavy and
for the entire twelve pounths the volume
was unprecodented, There was an increase
of over RLHOOM (n the gross earnings
from operation compared with 1806 but
oparating expenses Incraased more than
15,000,000, 80 thal there was a detronse of
nearly $1.500.50 in net earnings

As this Jloss In net earnings was dJdue
wholly W an increase In expenses outl aof
proportion o that |n gross earnings, (¢
eould not have been caused by the Lusinoss
depression or the recent federal and state
leginlation thet l2 sald to have contrib-
uted to it. Wg do not see wherein elther
could have comiributed to the inerease of
operating expenssas during the year 100
This was usquestionably dus mainly to
high prices of materials and supplies and
high wages of lakor, which were not causoed
by any fear of an effort to control the
managemenl and revenues of the rallways
by regulation. Those high prices and
wages had much more than legislation to
do with the lmpalrment of eonfldence In in-
vestments and with bringing about the
fAnancial pante. It s eaay L0 attribute of-
fects to Lhe wrong causes, but there is
nothing galned by doing so consclously,
and if our greul ospitaiists do so unoon-
sciously they show an incapacity for sound
reasoning which is caleylsted to detract

from our respect for thelr judgment,

Dut the test in all casos must
be whethar the state treasury benefits by
the legislative or administrative ael gom-
piained of, 1If (L does nol there Is no proper
ground for retaliation. Statutes ehacted (o
good faith for the protaction of the people
of the state and which bear equally on
domestic and foreign corporations furnish
no legitimate ground of complaint to the
people of any other state. ‘I'he poople of
California demnire all the competition which
they can get from properly organized and
capltalized Insuranco compunies, and so do
the people of Nebrnska and all other states,
