DEPORTING CRIMINAL IMMIGHRANTS.

Rabert Watchora, commissioner of
immigration at New York, has made
suggestion of amendment to the Im-
migration laws that is recelving very
favorable consideration by the commit-
tees of congress that are Investigating
fmmigration conditions and preparing
new jegisiation to be offered at the
present sesslon. Mr. Watchorn's ree-
ommendation s that the law be
amended so that any immigrant who
commits a crime within three years
after landing fn thia country may be
deported, Under the existing law im-
migrants may be deported if within
three years after they have been ad-
mitted it 18 learned that they had
been criminals before coming here,

Records show that but few allens
have been deported on account of
erimes committed by them in their na-
tive lands before coming to this coun-
try. Evidence of such eriminality
comes to light now and then, but the
accused men usually plead thelr of-
fense was politieal and the American
duthorities are slow to exhibit any
particulnr activity im prosecution of
mich cases. The amendment proposed
by Mr. Watchorn appears to the point.
The behavior of allens after arriving
in this country i{s a matter that con-
cerns the pollee authorities and the
adoption and enforcement of such an
amendment to the Immigration laws
would at least serve to place lmml-
grants upon their good behavior for
three years after their arrival. BEven
a forelgner with the anarchistic taint
and the hate of authority in his heart
is quite apt to take a different view
of thinge after he has complled with
the law. for three years and has had
time to get an ldea of American lnsti-
tutions,

MR BRYAN'S CURRENCY PLAN.

Membera of congress who are devot-
ing thought to plans for the improve-
ment of the American currency syss
tem, with the view to adding the ele-
ment of alasticity In times of emer-
gency, are apparently going right
along in thelr efforts to frame the port
of & measure desired out of the Ald-
rich and Fowler billa now pending in
congress, unmindful of the fact. that
Mr. Bryan, in the Nebraska demo-
oratic platform, has offered a solutio
of the problem. Mr. Bryan has neve
failed to have a remedy for currency
i11a, even If the congress and the peo-
ple do seem loth to adopt It. The na-
tlon rejected his free sllver panacea,
but he is not discouraged. He has an
entirely new scheme of finance, He
proposes to have the government en-
gage in the banking business, loan
money and lssué currency to meet
financial emergencies, His plan, as
outlined fn the Nebraska democratic
platform, (s an follows:

A3 the needs of commerce require An
emergency ourrency, such currency should
be lssued and controlled by the federal
government, and that it should be loaned
upun adequate seourity and at a rate of

BUILD FOR THE FUTURE:

The debate Involving the Douglas
county ecourt honse has reached a oer-
tain defnite point. All sides to the
controversy admit that the present
structare does not contaln suffcient
room to accommodate the officers and
institutions supposed to be housed
therein, For many years Douglas
county has been compeiled (o rent
quarters outside of the county bulld-
ing for court and other purposes. The
late grand jury made a report which
merely echoed a serles of similar re-
ports that have been made periodically
for almest twenty years. It will,
therefors, be conceded without argu-
ment that Douglas county stands In
need of both a new court house and a
Jail,

The method of procedure 18 the
question open at pregent. Whether
the county commissioners shall sub-
mit a proposition baving in view the
erection eof a buliding of sufficlent ca-
pacity to care not only for the Imme-
diate requiremonts, but, as far as s
prudently possible, to anticipate the
future, or whether an appropriation
for temporary repairs and extensions
shall be made, & to be decided. A
very respectable faction has declared
tself as belng opposed at the present
time to the Issuance of bonds sufficlent
Lo carry the larger scheme. This ele-
ment reasons that by the expenditure
of a conslderadbly smaller sum of
money the present court house can be
80 added to as to accommodate the im-
mediate needs of the county. The
dificulty here Is that the expenditure
suggested la temporary and makes no
provislon whatever for the future. It
I8 got unreasonable to expect that the
hope of Omaha’s cltizenship will be in
some measure, at least, realized. If
this be true, In another decade the re-
modeled court house will be as utterly
Inadequate as the present structure,

‘Good business judgment suggests
the anticlpation of future require-
ments as far as possible. The pro-
posal of the county commissioners
will, in general terms, commend Iitsell
as belng one mlong sound lines, If it
is a8 prudently worked out in its de-
tails as it has been In Its outline form
it should meet with very littie opposi-
tion. The county business requires
better quartors.  The nesd for a new
court house (s Imperative, The
county jall Is a disgrace in many ways.
The present Board of County Commis-
sloners la moving carefully In the mat-
ter, but belleves It necessary to take
action at an early date. In this posl-
tlon it has the support of the citizen-
ehip generally. One thing must be
kept In mind—the move for better
court house and jall accommodations
must in no way, however remote, be
invplved in real estate epeculation,

ADULT PUOSTOFFICE MESSENGERS.

Postmaster General Meyer's recent
order providing for the gradual ellm-
ination of boys as messengers in the
postoflice special dellvery service is
being very. warmly approved by re-
form organizations. Under the new
order of the postmaster general va-
cancles In the ranks of the special
messengers shall not be filled, but the
work of specinl delivery will be turned
over to the substitute carriers,

Aglde from the desire of the post-
master general to save the gpecial mes-
sengers from exposure to possibly con-
taminating influences, a danger fre-
quently exaggerated by advocates of
reform of this character, the order is
a step fn the right direction. The
substitute carrlers Ih most of the
larger citles are kept on small pay
and often have to serve a long time
before they are assigned to regular
duty. The nature of thelr work ia
such that they must give most of their
time to it, whether employment is reg-
ular or infrequent. Under the clrcum-
slances the additionsl compeneation
they may earn as special messengers
wil make their positions more at-
tractive and give them a training that
will better equip them for the duties
of a regular carrier,

But
nobody now supposes that we Intend to use
the canal as o vantage point for conguest.
We do not wish to agquire any terrvitory
lying to the southward. We do wish, on
tha other hand, to soquire such prestige
and Influence for peace, good order and
financial responaibliity as will quite trans-
form the Central American states, and will
In dus time set Venezuela and Colombla
upon new lines of advance. Already the
feeling against us in Colombia on acoount
of our part In the establishment of the
Republic of Panmna ia fast disappearing as
the work progresses In swift and orderly
fashion on the Isthmus. The day s noar
at hand when every Intelligent man in Co-
lombia will see that we are conferring un-
speakable beneflta upon his country by
mpending several bhumdred millions for a
waterway to unite the two coasts of the
only Bouth Amerioan country that lies upon
both oceans, With the great republics of
Brazil, the Argentine and Chilo we are es-
tablishing the most harmonious relations
upon & basis of mutual appreciation and
good will such as has never existed before.
At the present moment i i» the general
opinion that even botween Bpaln and this
country thers (s a more cordial and prao-
tical friendship than had existed at any
previous tlme. From . the period when
Bouth America and Mexlod broke away
from Spain untll the inevitable loss of Cuba
ooourred thers was alwiys some strain be-
tween Washington and Madrid, because of
present or prospectlive troubles in the West
Indles.

Satinfaciory Showing of Improved
Genernl Health.
Bpringfield (Mass.) Republican.

The fedoral census bureau ia now making
yearly reporte on mortality statistics from
such ststes and olties as mainiain 4 care-
fully conducted registration of deaths and
the causes thereof, This so-called roglstra-
tion area was very small when the bureay
began Its work several years ago, but It
¥ being constantly emlarged, and for the
report for 1906 imsued recently It embraces
fifteen states, the District of Columbla, and
sayeniy-seven reginiration citles In non-
reglotration states, These stales and citiea
bad In 1996 an estimaled population of about
AL000.000, or nearly one-half the population
of ths continenial United Btates. The reg-
istration ares In Defng steadlly extendod,
The average death-rate for all the slates
in the registration district waa 181 In 1906,
compared with 183 in 1006 and 163 for the
average anpual rete from 1901 Lo 196

Thess are very low figurcs. They compare
favorably with present death rates in for-
elgn countries. But it In when this present
douth rute of 161, over an eres peopled by
above 40000000 persons, In placed In com-
parison with rates which used to prevall in
the sarlier half of the last century, that the
progress of mankind in mastering the forces
which produce premature death s made
impressaively manifest. As this census bu-

BRIBEAY AND BUSINESS,

COriminality of Paying Commissions to
Purchasing Agents,
New York Tribune

It 18 stern justice, but perfect justice for
all ita sternness, that has just been moted
out by the appellata division of the su-
prome court to business men who sell gooils
by corrupting theilr patrons’ purchasing
agents. The decislon, which reverses pre-
vious Judgments of two lower courts and
brings joy to every commercial buver,
holds that & mérthant need nelther re-
turn nor pay for goolls bought by an em-
ploye or purchasing agont whom the seller
of such goods has bribed. The most In-
teresting feature of this opinton, apart
from. Its practical bearingw, s in interpre-
tation of the effect which the oriminal dis-
position of goods has upon thelr owner-
ship. By allowing the reciplent of goods
fraudulently sold to him to keep them
without paying a eent for them the court
Implies that a <¢itlzen oan no more estab-
lsh title to property Alsposed of criminally
than he can to préperiy acquired crimin-
ally. The status of the property Involved
prior to or apart from the ertminal aot of
disposal cannot be introduced In the mult
for recovery, and., by the rule of possos-
slon, the holder of goods thus sold becomes
thelr owner,

By thus virtually placing the bribe giving
merchant or selling agent In the same
category with the thiaf the court has
brought about a mowt wholesome reform,
The urgent need of ellminnting corruption
from the businoss world was felt hy the
legrinlature In 1806, when that body enacted
section 3 of the present penal code, de-
¢luring the bribery of buylng agents a mis-
demeanor. Practlically every business man
in this part of the country s able to tes-
tify out of his own experience to the prev-
ulence of this demoralixing and costly prac-
tice. Probably if all the intrigues of the
lust twenty yoars could be miraculously
Iald bare no small percentage of the In-
creased cost of living would be found to
have this knavery as its direct cause
Hoaven nnd ocommon sense know that
many linesa of trade are congestod with
hosts of suparfluous middlemen, who load
their own llving expenses on the unhappy
consumer. Tho bribe giving agent and the
bribe taking agent are superfluous middie-
men, and obnozlous enough as such; but,
being also dishonest, they are not entitled
to & whit of the mercy shown toward the
unnecesasary factors who honestly intrude
between producers and consumers. When
wo learn that thievish purchasing agents
recelve from 6 per cent to 10 per cent of
the valuo of thelr purchases the prospeois
of better times are greatly brightened by
the appellate division's rull Fancy the
difference in rotall prices jch the ex-
termination of these plunderers might en-
tail! That thelr extermination ls floally at
hand is now posaible. For what merchant
will fall hereafter to forbld his selling
agents, under penalties most dire, from *‘ac-
celerating”’ trade by methods exposing him
to heavy, irretrievable lowses?
