Oeneral Bdwards, who had sccompanied
Becretary Taft on varfous trips to the
Phillppines, Panama and around the world,
dektribed the power of the personality of
TAft on the people and the governments

DR. WILEY TALKS TO MOTHERS

Chemint Sars Hoasehold In Reat Means

of Enforcing PFare Food
Law.
WABHINGTON, March M.~An ungent

plean for pure food in the houschold was
made today by Dr. Wilay, chief of the bu-
reau of chemistry of the Department of Ag-
riculture, In an address befors the Inter-
natlonal Congress for the Welfare af the
Chiid, which s being held under ths aus-
plces of the Nallonal Mothers' congress.

Dr. Wiley emphasized the importance of
the mothers of the country being eternally
vigilant as to the msource of food products
that come into thelr homes to see that they
ars frosh, uncontaminated, palatabls and
wholesome. The effect of such action on
the part of tha mothers, he ssld, would
be most salutary.

Continuing, Dr. Wiley sald that the best
moans of executing the pure food law Is
in the houss=hold

“If every mistress of & household in this
oountry should dAemand pure foods,'” he
declared, “there would be Ilitile difficuity
In eourts and manufacturers would soon
coass making things which the mothers of
this country would refuse to buy for use
In thelr families.'

He added that thers should be a cry
against the mixing of certaln substances
with foods to make them paliatable,

Drr. Wiley called attontion to tha great
Importance of purity In such articles as
butter, maple syrup, honey and particu-
larly of all Anlry supplies.

“Eapecially where there are children In
the house,” snld he, “the purity of the milk
cannot be mufficiently accentunted, The
danger to health and actual threat of death
n the case of Infants that are fed Impure
milk Is one of the greatest curseas of the
eouniry.” )

Dr. Wiley advocated the formation of a
unlon of the misireases of householids,
which, he sald. by singleness of purposs,
unity of action and power of arganization,
could secure a better conformity to the
taw than any vigilance on the part of the
exscutors of the law would be able to ac
compliah,

“My plea, therefors 18" ha sald, “In order
to secure pure food in the houmsehold, that
this and similar organizgations unite to com-
pel the manufacturers and dealerd In fond.
stuffa to stop all adulterations, to stop all
misbranding, to stop all coloring, all decep-
tlon, and furnish the pure, unadulterated
and palatable article.” N

DETHRONED ICE KING SCORES

Charles W. Morne Sancceeds In Staving
oft Procecdings to Declare
Him Bankrupt.

NEW YORK, March 14-~Charles W.
Morse has won & temporary advantage
in his fight to escape the bankruptcy Inte
which certain creditors are attempting to
force him.

Alleging Insufficiently secured
aggregating nearly $250,000, Charles A.
Hannn, as recelver for the Natlonal Bank
of North Ameriea, and two former eme-
ployes of the same institution today flled
with Judge Holt in the United States cir-
cult court a petition that the once multi-
milllonalre fceman be declavred a bank-
rupt. In oppoaltion counsel for Morse
represented that T. G, Pringle and B, B,
Bhotwell, two of the petitioners, wers not
creditore within the meaning of the law
and that thelr alleged olaims wers un-
liguidable because the operations con-
cernaed weore based on stock transactions.
Upon these ropresentations the court re-
fused to appoint a recelver pending the
determination of ¥he status of esch petl-
tioner,

Counsel for the petitloners were confl-
dent tonight that the move of Morse would
serve only to briefly delay an inevitable
recelvership. It was admitted, however,
that Morse's best fighting asset was time,
furnishing further opportunity to win over
ereditors to his plans of rehabilitation,
