TO'MAKE MONE PERPECT LAWS.
Our glovenly methods of Inw making,
as contrasted with the more careful
procedure of European conutries and
partienlarly of Great Britain, come In
for timely attestion in an address by
Britiesh Ambassador James Bryee,
which ls printed in full in that magn-
zine for lawyors, “The Green Bag."
The defects of our leginlative gystem
are glossed over altogether too lghtly
and too politely by Mr. Bryce, for he
conld have dwelt at length uwpon the
grotesque miafits that often get into
our statute books and the tremen-
dously expensive litigation growing out
of poorly drawn laws In such volume

_ne almost to clog our courts,

Mr. Bryce contents himself with
pointing out ‘ the adv¥antage -of the
procedure of the British Parlinment,
which devolves the Initinting of general
acts upon a responsible mipistry and
insures their accurate construction by
providing an officlal drafisman, who
takes the suggestions given to him and
puts them into ghape. Tp wuse his
phraseology, the British system com-
bines a “conslderable measure of poli-
tical knowlMge of the subject and a
high measure of professional compe-
tehee for giving legal form to what
is, meant to be enacted.” Mr. Bryce
cites ono instance of twenty-two suc-
cessively revised drafts of a single bill
béfore Its Introduction, The only weak
spot In the Britlsh system is In the
patehing a blll may undergo by amend-
ment enroute through the two houses,

Among  the remedial récommenda-
tlong embodied in the addross for ap-

recommendations  which cover the
whole range of law making—are in-
cluded these:

Arrangements ought to be made by the
croating of a dmfting department con-
nocted with o legisinture, or fts c¢hiel coms=
mittecs, for the putling Into proper legal
form of all bls Introduced,

Bimliarly a method should be provided
for rectifying In bills before they beoomo
law such errors In drafting asn may have
cropt into them during thelr passago.

In order to enable both the legislature
and the people to lenrn what tho statuth
luw In force nclun)!)- I¥ and thereliy to
facilitate good legilation, thae statute law
ought to be perlodienlly rovised and as far
n# possible so consolidated as to be hrought
Inte compact, conglstent, and Intelligible
whape,

The final passage from thln admir-
able address, which backs up these
recommfendations so forelbly ns to
require no further argument, I8 as
follows:

Even had he faflen
a préy to either of these dangers or
died of the f[lluness which forced his
companions to leave him there, some
explanation will be necessary for the
fallure of the resculng party to find
any of his bones. A portion of the
Island Is densely covered with eactl,
making it impossible for the search-
Ing partiés to examlne it carefully, and
the sailor's bones may be bleaching
thera in the sands.

Jefs was the son of a Tacoma mer
chant and had become & sea rover, He
sailed a year ago on a Norweglan bark
from New Castle, New South Wales,
After months of disasters the crew de-
serted the bark and started for the Al-
bemarle islands. The Dboats became
separated and one of them landed on
the Indefatignble f(slaud, Jeffs, suf-
fering from pleurisy, was left while
the party went to the other side of the
Island, where the men were plecked up
by a pasaing veesel, the captain of
which refused to return for the com-
panion left behind because a trople
storm wi.o coming up, making it neces-
eary to gel the vessel out of the shoals
near the island, Through the story
of the survivors the Navy department
heard of Jefs" plight and {nstructed
Admiral Evans to send a gunboat from
Callao to explore the island,

if the resccing party bad found Jefts
enacting the role of u modern Robin-
8on Crusoe, with moaster turtles for
bis companions and & new demonsiras
tion of man’s abllity to wrest a living

THE TRUOUPS LEAVE GOLDFIELD,

The president and the state of Ne-
vada are to be congratulated upon the
withdrawal of the federal troops from
Goldfeld, where they were called three
months ago to perform a peace service
which the officlals of the state had
neglected, When the strike of the
Goldlield minera threatened to result
in riots and disorder Governor Sparks
called for the federal ald and appar-
ently found comfort in the thought
that if & clash came the responsibility
for armed interference would rést on
the authorities at Washington. To
the eredit of both the miners and the
troops, wise counsel prevalled, the con-
duct of both miners and soldlers was
excellent and the threatened trouble
was averted,

Governor Bparks and the officials of
Nevado do not emerge in a very pleas-
Ing light from their handling of the
case. After the troops had Dbeen sent
to Goldfield and a speclal gesslon of
the leglslature called the governor and

.gtate officlals showed a decided disposl-

tion to delay action until President
Roosevelt threatened Immediate with-
drawal of the troops. .At the last
hour the Jegislature passed a law cre-
atihg a state constabulary, which 1s
now doing what should have been
done years ago.

The incident should not be without
its lesson. The spectacle of federal
troops policing an American commu-
nity in time Bf peace is repugnant to
all good citizens. The army Is not ln-
tended for the rellel of loeal authori-
tles who lack the courage to enforce
thelr own laws. The protection of
lives and property is the duty of the
state and Nevada's dereliction throws
the odium of it upon Governor Sparks
and other officlals who made such a
determined effort to shirk thelr duty
and thelr responsibility.

TRE DENVER HANDICAP.

It 18 too late, of course, to go back
of the returns and pick another meet-
ing pilace for the democratic national

No further proof of the existence of
the consplracy Is needed, go far as the
Bryanites are concerned.

Bvidence
from rellable demoeratic gsources has
been accumulating to show that Mr,
Bryan 18 no stronger in the east than
he was in 1886 and 1900, and that he
Is even weaker in the south. His for-
mer finability to ecarry such plvotal
states as New York, Indlana, New
Jersey and Illinols Is a matter of
rocord and it ls doubtful if he could
carry Kentucky, Maryland and Mis-
sourl, that were in the democratic
column in his two former campalgns.
Therae Is nothing to Indicate that he
would carry any state he falled to carry
in 1000, On the other hand, Governor
Johnson might place some of the east-
ern sfates in the debatable column.
Clearly, the conspiracy which is worry-
Ing the Bryanites is not of republican
origin,

From n purely democratic stand-
point, the Johnson boom, whatever
merit it may possess, has been delayed
too long in the Jaunching., The Bryan
hold on the democratie party is too
strong to be broken in the time re-
maining before the convention &t
Deénver, The only-effect of the John-
son movement will be to arouse the
Bryanites to more activity in specuring
pledged delegations to his support in
the natlonal convention and put the
ban om Governor Johnson as a possible
running mate with Mr. Bryan.

Mr. Bryan declares in the current
issue of the Commoner that “the Ken-
tucky incident ought to strengthen the
gsentiment in favor of the election of
senators by popular vote,” and calls
upon the democrats in congress ''to
push this measure and put the republi-
cans upon record If they refuse to
adopt so necessary and pepular a re-
form,” This s rich, rare and racy.
