Elins Button's Colonial Days' Record
Now Owned by Bluffs Man,

SOME EARLY SCHOOL LAWS

Boays of HRevolutionnry Period Were
Put Under Bonda to Keep Peace
und HBondamen Were Some-
times PPanished,

SUus Buttons taught schoel In the New
dngland states for forty years during the
period before the war of the Revolutlon,
from 1787 te 179, and dueing that time Kept
& record ol hi= life. That record ls now
In the possession of his great, groat,

Ereat,
great nephey, Harry T. Hall of Council
Bluffs, who Is employed In the auditor's

office at the Unlon Pacific headquarters.

In u book af parchment, made ot papor
on  which Kl‘hl George ordered that all
contracts should be writton as he collected
revenue for the thirtesn ongifal wlumun
on _it. Ellay wrote all his contradis for
teschiing school, kepl a completo record of
all disturbances in the school and worked
out hard sums 'and mathewatical probilems
with u steady pon.

The Lswws were required to *“make their
manner” when entering and, leaving school,
or if they should meet & strange white
min on the road.

The book which is now In (he possessioi
of Mr. Mall was loaned a few years ago
by his mother, Dr. Cepha C. Hall, first
superinténdent of the Woman's Christian
Association hospital. It was exhibited in

In the records Are found some of (he

All schollars that are admiited in this
school shall submit themselves to ye gov-
ernment of the same and not make any
eruption or disorder In schodl or amongst
nelghbors or imployers by telling tales of
falsehood or by misrepresenting matters

The schollar eor wmchollars that esteem
thomselves so greal as to scorn to be ynder
