Clhierckes county was divided, five stand-
phtters to six progressives, Humbalde,
Emmet and Ida countioa were carried by
progresaives with but lttis opposition.
Audubon was carried by the standpatters.

The Biackhawk ocounty convention [fol-
lowed tha agreemant made belwesn wtand-
pattérs and progressives and melected dol-
egntes eonsisting of twelve progreasives
and aix standpat-ers. Adalr county se-
Jected & solid standpet delegation. The
convantion heartily indorsed the Hooses
velt administration snd Instructed dele-
gates for Taft

In Winneshiek county, where It was ox-
phetad the standpatters might win, ithe
convention was coptrolied by the Cum-
mins people.

Resolu-
tionm passed In the demoeratic county oon-
ventlons admittedly mean nothing in most
oases 50 far as control of the sate con-
vention Is concerned. Bryan Volunteers
are active sverywhere stirring up enthusi-
asm and andeavoring to get the Bryan en-
thualasts into the figld to control the state
convention, but much of the work amounts
to a groping tn the Aark. '

Neot Leoynl te Bryan.

When a republican county convention
meots and passes resolutions they are elther
for Ailllson or Cummina standpat or pro-
grompive, and it s thus pommible to tell
within & frw voten who will control the
state convention, With the democrats
every democrat professea to be for Bryan.
The Bryan men are conducting the most
difficult politiceal MNght they ever had on
their hands. Conventions meet and adopt
Bryan resolutions and then wselect dale-
gates who would vote for amy nomines for
president that the oorporations suggested
in opposition to Bryan.

“The fact Is we don't know and won't
know who will gontrol the democratic state
convention till after It meets,” sald & Bryan
man here today., "In many ocases through
our friends In & county we are abla to tell
from the delagates seleoted to the state con-
ventlon who they are. But there are other
counties In which delegates of unknown
affiliationa slip in hers and there. We sun-
pect that in most cases these delegates are
In fact antl-Bryan. The real Bryan men
are very vigilant and endsavor to sea that
only Bryan men go as delegates, but in
many counties this s Impomsible. All pro-
fess to be for PBryan and tha conventions
get together and select delegatos and adopt
Bryan resolutions. The contest for posi-
tions an delegates to the state convention
in mostly friendly, and no one knows who
the delegates stand for,

“We belleve that we will control that
state convention and we Intend to makes
the flght of our livea to mee that the dale-
gates selected from the state convention to
attend the national convention at Denver
are dyed-in-the-wool Bryan men We
mean to tle them up with ironclad resolu-
tlons, but, In addition, we propose to see
that all the dologates are such as will stand
by Bryan till nominated or defeated.’

Distributing Books.

Hecretary of State Hayward yesterday
began the distribution of the volumes
ordered printed by the legislature giving
the speeches and other proceedings of the
dedication of the monuments erected on
mouthern battiefieldn to the memory of Towa
poldiers who fell there in battle. The edition
of the work conaists of 7,000 volumes, and
it will be about as hard as finding a needle
in a hay stack to secure one.

Tho legislatvre provided that each mem-
ber of the legislature should bs given ten
coples. That will take 1550 coples. One
eopy goes to every newspaper In the state,
which will take 1,100 more. One copy goes
to each of the %0 Uuraries of the state, 30
coples tv the menbers of the monsument
commissions, fifty to the members of the
official party, 160 coples to the state officlals
and 1,000 coples are to be stored.

This will leave about 2,100 coples for distri-
bution, This distribution Ia to be made
through the executive councll and applica-
tion must be made to the secretary of state.
It is proposed to give the old soldiers of
the state first chance, and If there are any
left thoe general publlie wlll have a chance
to get at them. But the chances are there
will be none left. Just what purpose the
logislature had in mind In ordering 1,000
copies stored in the document room is diffi-
cult to macertain. The wvolume is well
printed and bound In half-leather. and In
future years the sapecches and other infor-
mation that it containe will be far more
valuable to the historian than at present,

Te License Acconntants.

When the next legislature meots it {8 pro-
posed to have Introduced a bill to licenss
nocountants. It s proposed (o0 create
another state board to examine accountants
and give them certificates. Merchants and
cltles and boards of supervisors want the
law. They say that many people who
eclaim to be mcoountants can't figure the
simple sums In Ray’'s arithmetic. When they
hire an accountant to make an examina-
tion of their books they don't know whethor
be is & real bona Mde accountant or not.

It is therefore proposed to provide for a
stata examination. Buch a board would
not hiave to be in session except when mak-
ing the examinations. The expense would
be nothing to the state, as the fees from
the expminations would pay for the work
Expert accountants are much more (n de-
mand lataly than In former years, Now
that the state has come to be settled up
and public busineas has become more com-
plicated, counties and citles, In addition to
big business concerns, quite frequently
want experts L0 g0 through thelr booka.
Michigasn, New York and a dogzen or more
other states already have such a law,

Sult Agminst Hubbells,

The fight between the Milwaukee rall-
road and the Hubbells of this olly has
broken out again by the nction of the Mil-
waukeo in (iling sult In the district court
here agninst the Hubbells, charging that
they sold to thempelves 550000 worth of
stock of the Des Molnes Union rallroad
for the sum of 835,000, and thus gained con-
trol of the Des Molnes Unfon. The fight
Is one of old standing. The auit, however,
brings out new allogations. The sult was
sturted by Judge Cook of Cedar Raplds,
for the Milwaukee. The stock of the Des
Motnes U'nlon was In the possession of the
Des Molnes, Northern & Western rallroad,
which was controllsd by the 1Hubbel! inter-
onta. They were thus able, it is alleged, 1o
make the transfer withoui the other ma-
