and snough eontire wheat flour o kn-ad
and one cupful of Engllsh walnut or pecan
nut meats broken in pleces. The result is
more satisfactory If the nut meats are
added while kneading after the {irst ralsing.
When this bread Is twenly-four hours old
slice mas thin as possible, apread sparingly
and evenly with creamed bulter and put

orangn marmalade betwoen slices. Remowve
crusts, cut in trianglea or any desired
shapea and garnlsh with halves of nu

meats, which need a bit of butter on thel
under surfaces 10 keap themn In plage. To
keep molst pack the same as other sand-
wiches. If orange marmalade is not pro-
curable make the sandwiches without it
and even then you will have & deliclous
novelty.”
