The result {8 most
gratifying, showing a gain of more
than 12 per cent over the correspond-
ing period of last year, which was one
of the most prosferous six months in
the history of American rallways, For
the flscal year, ending with June 30,
Dow, Jones & Co. eatimate that the
rallroads of the ecountry earned
$2.678,413,278 gross, an Increase of
$255,663,243, or 16.11 per cent over

the previous year. The earnings in
| 1906 were 11.4 per cent greater than
!in 1905 80 that the present fiscal year
I8 a record-breaker on top of a record-
breaker. The net earnlugs for 19086

were $787,600,877, and best estimates
Indicate that the net earnings for the
fiscal year ending with June of the
present year will be $541.465,500, or
an Increase of about 7 per cent.

The cold figures discount every clalm
| made by some rallroad managers that
| the reduction of freight rates in oer-
|tain states, new passenger schedules
}and the increase In the cost of labor
and materials would make rallroading
unprofitable and ondanger invest-
ments.

THE REPUBLICAN FILINGS.

The filings of candidates for nomi-
nallon on the republican county ticket,
which is to be made up by a primary
vote next month, show a healthy com-
petition foreshadowlng party success
at the polls in November.

But
vet to make sure that no weakling or
dead welght is allowed on f{t, the
cholee must eventually be made with
a view to taking advantage of the
best man and the safest vote getter.

With the general disposition now
prevalling to avoid factionalism and
| consolidate the party forces prellmi-
nary to the great natlonal contests
next year, there I8 no good reasen why
Douglas county republicans should not
ba able to get together upon. A satis-
factory combination of candidates that
wlll make the outcome in November
only a question of the slze of the ma-
jority.

Courts should be
ecareful not to annul state laws uniesa they
are convinced that great wrong would
follow their enforcement,
