Governor Bheldoh took the matter under
advisement and told the committee he
would ennounce s determination Monday,
in the meoanwhile there s & bellef that
if the gdvernor (mlis Lo see his way clear
1o cominute the sentence d meniber of the
supreme court may grant a stay of exe-
cution for a rchearing affording the <ol-
ored folk an u]lponunll.y to be heard o his
behalf, As the supreme court does mnot
convene until in Beptember, If this course
s taken, T will mean that Clarke cannot
be hunged on the date set, August
Clurke's wife und her friends are confl-
dent, thercfore, he has at least wunother
chauce for his life.

WASHING AND DYEING LACES

Real Jnte—ulther the linen lace maode on
plllows, or that which is made of differ
ont kKinds of lace bralds and various stitchies
done by hand washes very well, and will
stand washing almost any numher ol times
it treated with reasonable care. Muachine-
made lace, on the other hand, while it will
wash fairly well, If of o good quality.
has nothing like the wear of real lace,

1n either cuse the great point about wash-
Ing lace is to do It gently, nover rubbing
soap onto the surface nor uming strong
soap. A lather may be mide, elther with
soap Jelly or u very mild washing powdier;
or thoy may be washed In borux water,
hot but not bolllng. If the laoce s very
dirty it ean be steoped (rst In cold water.

In & general way one does usually starch
lace, for Loning It while wot imparts &
certain stiffness. If, however, it I8 needed
very stiff, it can be dipped In either hot
water starch or ocold water starch,

In any came, It Is ironed while wet with |
a good hot iron. At first, until it is almost |
(ry, put a pleco of clean rag or a stout |
handkerchief between the lron and the
Ince, then fron it dry without. The lace
should be pulled out gently with the fAn-
gors, especinlly the outernmost edge, be-
fore ironing.
