PLANS FOR A PARCELE PUST.

Postmaster Oeneral Meyer's an-

| nouncement of intention to recommend
[to cbngress

the establsihment, or
rather the enlargement, of the parcels-
post system Is eertaln to arouse the op-
position of the Interests that have for
many years successfully opposed every
effort to advance the postal service In
well Indicated lines. This opposition,
however, will gerve to show some of
the analogus situations in the postal
serviee.

A resident of Omaha, for example,
may mall a package welghlig eleven
pounds and send It anywhere in the
civilized world, except to points in the
United Btates, the limit in this country
being four pounds. The eleven-pound
package proposition is provided for In
the treaties and agreements of the In-
ternational Postal union. Anyone may
send an eleven-pound package from

| Omaha to Shanghal through the malls,

but he must patronize an express com-
pany to send an eleven-pound package
% Papillion.

Opposition to the extenslon of the

parcels-post system comes from two
sourges, the more potent of which ia
the express company combine, which
has been powerful enough In the past
to defeat every such measure, These
companies have reaped an enormous
harvest from transporting smnll pack-
ages which the friends of the parcels-
post aystem contend should be sent
through the mails. The express com-
panles divide mlillions annually among
thelr stockholders, mostly derived
from the small parcel business, on
which an exceedingly high rate |Is
charged, It I8 contended that the Post-
office department could handle this
business at much less cost to the pub-
e and at the same time augment the
revenues of the postal service,
The second esource of opposition
comes from the merchants in rural
dlatricts, who contend that the parcels-
post system would enable the big mall
order houses in the citles to ceut fur-
ther into thelr business. There Is a
well-grounded suspicion that most of
this opposition is cooked up by the éx-
press companles for the purpose of
frightening members of congress. It Is
not generally believed that the opposl-
tion of the country merchant Is as deep
set as sgome of the leaders In the op-
position to the parcels-post system are
claiming. The fact remalns that the
United States I8 one of the few coun-
tries that does not recognize the par-
celg-post as a well established postal
function, and it is dificult to see how
anything but good can come from Gen-
eral Meyer's determination to press the
subject before congress.

YELLUW FEVER IN CUBA.
The outbreak of yellow fever at
Qlenfuegos, Cuba, resulting already in
nine deaths, Including three United
States soldlers, has started a seArehIng
investigation by the army medical au-
thorities into the causes and the action
necessary for prompt suppression. The
recurrence of the epidemlic Is particu-
larly disturbing to the medical author-
itles of the army, as It 18 practieally
the first time yellow fever has galned
any headway since the American forces
cleaned up Havena and other Cuban
towns immediately after the Spanish-
American war. Bince that time yellow

In the districts in which an epldemic
of it used to clalm thousands of wie-
tims every year.

The army authorities have slready
sent 100 experienced men to Clen-
fuegos to clean up the town, which is
in bad condition owing to the neglect
of the loecal health board. While sclen-
tists have won a goodly portlon of the
publie to thelr theory that the yellow
fever spread is due to the work of a
particular brand of mosguito, the fact
remaing that the remedy for the dis-
oase 18 a general cleaning up of the in-
fested locality and the fmprovement
of sanitary conditions. This was the
process In Havapa, where American
sanitary methods succeeded in wiping
out the yellow fever scourge. It was
tried with success on the Panama canal
gone and was completely successful in
New Orleans a few years ago.

The yellow fever germ may be car-
ried by mosqulitoes, but the fact re-
mains that the germ finds no breeding
place where proper sanltary regula-
tlons are rigidly enforced. The pres-
eént outbreak of the disease will doubt-
less be followed by renewed discus-
slon of the mosguito theory, but the
chances are that Clenfuegos s simply
paying the penalty of disregarding san-
{tary precautions.

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

While Wall street stocks slumped
last week to a level as low as that of
the 1901 panic, bank clearings of the
country for the week were largoer than
the corresponding week of last year,
when the stock market was near [ts
highest level. Bradstreel's reports
that the trade of the country is heavier
thun has been known for years at this
season of the year.

MISSOURI RIVER NAVIGATION,

Kansas City Is exuiting over the ar-
rival there during the past week of
two freight steamers, which came up
the Missourl river from B8t Louls
The Kansas Clity Btar estimates a sav-
lng of approximately $1,500 to Kan-
sas City shippers on the cost of ¢ar-
rlage of these cargoes and predicts
that the time will come when the vav-
Ing will be several times this amount
every day. The Star goes on to say:

The edonomic value of river shipping be-
comes irrefutable when It in demonsirated
by cargo after cargo, and the river will be
more and more utillzed as It is Improved
for shipping purposes and as asdditionnl
boats wre placed at the disposal of the
shippers. It seems almost incredible, even
from the close retrospect that must be
taken, that when the boat line was first
proposed It met with strong oppositlon
from many shippers, and that when the
enterprise was promoted It took hard work
to form an effective organization. But
river shipplng has been established; It has
come to stay; It will stay to expand and
flourish and to save millions In the end to
the people of the Missour! valley.

What is being done by Kansas City
toward utillzing the Missour! river as
a waterway for freight shipments can
be done by Omaha as well. At any
rate, the Missour! river can be made as
navigable between Omaha and Kansas
City as 1t is between Kansas City and
St. Louls, and the advantages of water
carriage can be shared In by our city
a8 well as by its competitors further
down the gtream.

Thias result cannot, perhaps, be
brought about in & day nor In a year,
but it {8 sure to follow systematized
improvement of our waterways. The
inltiative of Kansas City, however, at-
tre2ting general publie attentionh, em-
phagizges the practicablility of steam-
boat lines to that point, and Omaha,
to get the same attention, will have
to demonstrate the practicability of
the Missour{ river as a waterway north
of Kansas City, What is nocessary
now is for our peopla to investigate
and study this question and to wake
up to a full realization of its Impor-
tance,

The men engaged in the telegra-
phers’ strike in Omaha are to be com-
mended for the good behavior and
strict diseipline maintalned up to this
time. It would naturally be expected
that idleness would lead to more or
less llcentiousness and occasional dis-
turbance and disorder. Former teleg-
raphers’ strikes have witnessed
much lawlesa interference with per-
sons and property, intimidation, vio-
lence, wire cutting and simlilar depre-
dations, but pothing of the kind bhas so
far been reported. The striking teleg-
raphers evidently reallze that serl-
ous misbehavior would quickly array
publie opinion against them.

All four of the republican candl-
dates for distriet judge filed on the
democratic tieket have come out defi-
nitely as to which primary they expect
to abide by and that they will be
guided solely by the votes cast on the
republican slde. If any or all of thess
candidates should receive the repub-
lican nomination they will be perfectly
justified in accepting the proffered
democratic support, but it Is no more
than right that the republicans should
have this mssurance that the repub-
lican nominees will not have to con-
test later with other republicans bear-
ing democratiec labels.

Exactly a century has elapsed since the
Clermont left New York on Its historie
voyige up the Hudsoh, according to some
authorities, though some writers have fixed
upon August 4, 1807, aa the date, and others
on August 11 and August 17. with perhaps
the welght of probability In faver .of the
Iast named day, Whatever the exact time
of the trial, this season is appropriate for
recalling the work of Fulton. He had de-
voted his Inventlve talent to several other
problems before he look up those the solu-
tion of which gave him his greatest fame.
Other men had In a mensure antielpated
bim, and with promising resuits. While
he was yet In Paris the screw had been
employed by John Btevens of Hoboken to
propel & pleasure boat. ¥Fitch In this coun-
try and Miller In Scotland had tried paddle
wheels before him. His means, If not his
courage, might have been Inadequate to a
final triumph but for the friendship and
practical ald of Robert Livingston. Never-
theless, it was Fulton's perseverance and
ingenuity which first convinced the world
that steam navigation was not only prac-

ticable but likely to become commercially
profitable.

It will
appeal strongly to that large company of
Americans who like to study the migrations
of the people and the effect of climate, en-
vironment and economlc conditions upon
race strains

The “new westerner” Is no longer the
boomer and promoter, He has ceased to
dwell in the land of dreams. He does not
think of himself as living In a place whers
money may be made to be taken back
“home,"” and there enjoved in comfort and
ease, The years of toll, trial and privation
on the broad pralries alternating with sea-
sons of prosperity and plenty have widened
his wvislon. When the long planned wvisit
“home’” i made 1t has failed to bring the
expecied satiafactlon, but, instead, has led
him to hurry back to the west to roalize
that “home"” s there rather than in the
village or on the eastern farm where he or
his parenis wore born.

How such & man has developed in the
environment of the west Prof, Harger In-
dicates In striking phraseclogy. In place
of poverty he has comfort and & good bank
socount. e tenda toward conservatism
rather than toward the radicalism of a fow
years ago. He seeks sducation for his sons
and daughtors and s bullding up great in-
stitutions of learning. His nawapapers re-
flect the remarkable change which has come
since the word “westerner”’ represented un-
couthness, roughness of speech, radicalism
and untamed enthusinsm.

In other words, the westerner has
emerged from the experimental period of his
development. The years of trial, toll and
triumph have made him a new Lype,
“clear-headed, stout-hearted, frank-faced
man of the plaine'' who feels confidence
in himself, belleves in the future before

ADVANCE IN LOMBER RATES,

Warning Note Sonnded In the Pacifie
Northwest.
Portland Oregonian

The anmounced advance In Jumber rates
from FPmeific coast polnis to the east, If
enforced, will guite naturally curtail the
shipments from this territory, Thia la one
method for relleving the car shortage,
which, according to the contentions of the
tumbermen, will prove sffective. The rall-
ronds, which for nearly two years have
been unahble to provide & suMelent number
of cars to handle the Increasing business,
hava apparently reasoned out thim remedy
from a chuss-and-effect basis. Low rates
on lumber caused heavy Increnses In the
volume of business, The sffect of these In-
crecses was a car shortage. The causs
must bea removed before the effect can be
remedied, DBut this remedy will not be
satisfactory to the lumber ahippers, and Its
permanency s already in doubt,

The low rates which have boen In effect
have enabled Pneifie coast lumbermen to
build up a fAne business in the east and
middle west. This business is aald to be
handled on such a small margin of profit
for the lumbermen that the advance an-
nounced by the rallroads will enable the
southern lumber to supplant the Pacifie
const product In that rieh trade fleld. The
lumbermen announce thelr intentlon of tak-
Ing the matter hefore the Interstate Com-
merce commission as soon A8 an attempt
is made Lo enforce the new rate. An Ap-
peal to that tribunal will bring resuils
which ought to ba falr to both partiea
With lumber, as with all other commodi-
ties, the frelght rate should be determined
by the actual cost of transportation, plus
i reasonable return on the investment of
thé company handling the business, It Is
on this bawis that all freight rates in the
country must eventually rest, and, If the
North FPacific lumber rates Are not now
founded on such cos! and profit, the In-
terstate Commerce commismon will with-
out doubt give the rellef sought. In the
case of thae Pacific coast lumbermen thers
will not be wery much diMculty in de-
termining whether or not the southern
compotitors under a preferred rate are In-
vading Pacific coast territory In the mid-
die west. Any advantage which the Pacific
const Jumbernen may have in location, dle-
tance to market and cost of mAnufacture
cannot legally be nullified by the rallronds
by means of an exorbitant rate. If it s
in the power of the rallroads to advance
rates beyond a reasonable figure for the
purpose of checking the volume of business,
or ms a means of retalintion, as s now
charged by the men who find their busi-
ness threatensd, that power can be curbed
in short order by the commisaion.

There is another point which should
cause the rallroads to proceed with caun-
tion in placing this embargo on the Pacifie
coast lumber business.

The present era of prosperity will not last
forever, and, even before It has run its
courss, the Pacific coast will no longer be
dependent on two aystems of rallroad for
transportation. There are at least three
new transcoptinental lines now headed for
the Pacific coast, and some of them, or all
of them, will be In the field for lumber
business and all other business at rates
which will not amount to conflacatien of
the Industries which supply the traflic.
Instead of rallroadmen hLeing obliged to
resort to subtarfugsé In order to hold back
shipments, they will be skurrylng around
umong shippers Inviting business. If the
Interstate Commerce commission will de-
termine what is a falr rate on lumber,
the early coming of competition in the
business will settle the car shortage.

The trust factories declared that the trade
eould not stand the Increase, and In eon-
poquence the olgarmakers employed hy the
trust went out on strike. The Independent
manufacturers maintained the anme post-
tion, and when the strike went Into effect
looked out thelr workers,

There was, Aa I8 generally known, an
almost complete cessation In the manu-
ftacturing of Havana clgars, n shortags
in the supply of imported clgars and a
menace to the smokers of the world that
the supply of Nne clgara would be wholly
out off.

The thousands of men snd thelr fami-
lles who wers without work in Iavana
were subjected to great hardahips and a
great industry was  grively  threatined
The clgarmakers appealed to the
pentative of the United States
isiand, Governor Magoon, who
little except to give both partiea to (ho
digpute sage and sound advies and
counsel the strikers to ablde by the lnw
and obey It on all oceastons, He pointed
out that the strikers had cértaln Inalion.
