The purehase of the Omaha gas plant, in
he opinion of the olty council, ls the only
anlution of the gas guestion.

“An afart to Issus bonds for thes con-
struction of a municipal plant enly would
dalay the solution five or six years or until
the plant ocould be compisted,” declared
Colincllman Jaskson at the mesting of the
commitise of the whole Monday afternoon.

Others took the same view and when
Cotnciiman 8haldon moved to recommend
the purchasing ordinance for passage the
motion prevalled without opposition. At
the sams time, on motion of Jackson, the
ordinance to bufld a plant was consighed
to the fila The two ordinances wars pre-
sented to the ocommittes by Chalrman
Funkhouser af tha lighting commities with
the statament that the lighting commities
had no recommendation to make, although
it belloved both ordinances could be prased
and then, it the bond propositions both
carried, one could be used aa a club un
the gas company. Discussion of the two
propoaitiona lacked interest and apparently
fow of the counvilmen knew what they
were voling for when the purchasing ordi-
nance wia recommendsd for passugs.

Garbage Quentiom Leader,

The garbhge guastion occupled by far
the grenter part of the time of the commit-
tea ameeslon, Councliman Zimman and
Hoalth Commissloner Connell baing the
chief oratore, and action on the proposed
new ordinance by Dr, Connesll was doferred
until some changes conoerning the designn-
tion of garbage could be Ingerted po a8 more
nearly to conform te the views of all. The
sxchange of compliments betweon Council-
man Zimman and Dr. Connell over the wl-
leged simllarity of the ordinance to the
Denver ordinance wers brisk and each
charsoterized the remarks of the other at
times as untrue. Dr. Connell Insisted that
his omiinance was prastically a copy of
ths Denvar ordinance with but a few slight
and meaninglean changea In phrassology.
The alteration, insisted Zimman, was groat
because of a regular sonatruction of the
fefinition of garbage to be hauled free, In
Ihe Denver ordinance it included all kinds
of refuse, while the Connell ordinance only
peclfied animal, vogetable and fruit refuss
and required It to be separated from other
gFarbage and ashes. Zimman declared that
many of the councllmen voted for the orig-
Inal gnrbage ordinence and assented to
the eontract under the Impreasion .that all
warbage wos (o be hauled fres of axpense
o the citimens. After saveral readings of
the Denver ordinanea on motion of Councll.
man Funkhouser the entire matter went
over for a week. Councllman MeGovern
wamed the members that he would Insist
on everyone helng prepared on garbage
for the next mesting.
