PUTS IT UP TO SUPREME COURT

Friends of Condemned Manm Will at
Once Make Applieation to Judge
Sedgwick, Who Will Frob-
ably Issve It.

LINCOLN, Aug. 20.—(8pecial Telegram.)—
Governor Bheldon thils morning announced
that e would not Interfere Lo grant a re-
prieve to Harrison Clarke, the negro oon-
vieted of murder in Omahn, who has been
sentenced to hang on August 30, The gov-
ernor takes the position that the case s
in the jurisdiction of the supreme court,
where an application for rehearing Is now
pending, and that any stay of execution
wounld properly come from the courl.

The supreme court has adjourned for the
