LONDON, Aug. 24.—(Bpecial.)-Ths un-
precedentedly low price that consols have
touched nocents the fact that has been
obvious for some time that the public no
jonger regurds Engilsh D% per cent stock
un the one Mdeal investment. The Interest
in low, and the weourity offered Is no
longer much, If any, superior to that of
othar stock ylelding s more matisfactory
return. Great Britain is no longer without
tivals for Its commercial supremacy, nor
does it alone possess a stable government.
Consequently, the foreign investor s not
g0 eger as he was to tls up his savings
in an English stocking. He keeps his
money In his own ocountry, and English-
men no longer profit by the thrift of the
whole world. In addition there remains, of
opurse. the immense and often reckless
borrowings by municipalities. The muni
cipal loan In comparatively well secured
and attractive In the interost offered. and
# natura]l result of the outburst of mu-
niolpal irading with its conmsequent mu-
nielpal borrowing Is & diminution in the
number of potentinl buysra of consols. Un-
doubtedly, too, both the forelgn and the
liome Investor are made wmervous by the
ndvance of soclallsm and the doubt as to
what will be the next sceentricity of the
present Britlsh administration.

Result of Trade Boom.

Another cause for the low price is the
trade boom, which has attracted oapital
Inty commercial enterprises, and has made
It advantageous for the trader to reinvest
his profits in his own business. This boom,
which has occurred to somae extent In
England, has been phenomenal abroad and
an immense amount of English capital has
been drawn Into Ameriean Investments.
The figure at which consols stood for years
was obviously Impossible of permanence
when ths commercial life of other nationa
developed.

Mr. Victor Grayson, ths new socialist

|on the the valuation of the city. The re-
sult has proved that, though crime s di-
minishing In Dublin, notwithstanding [ts
growing population, the cost of polleing has
grown with the increase In the valuation
of the oity, until the financial imposition on
the city has becoms morndrous. For In-
stance, the valuatton of the metropolitan
area of Dublin in 1850 wna E£645000; the val-
untion for tha year 19056 was £1,8465,000
The result of this increase in the valuation
of the eity has been that the cort of the
police in Dublin has grown up from £71,00
fn 1850 to £160.550 in 1W6-6. The strength
of the force practieally remains the same.
The Dublin force {n 1850 was 1137, and In
19064 1t was LI, 'The cost of maintain-

ing the police force was, therefore, In-
creamed, In Afty-five years, from £71.600
to £160,950. Dublin In generally known as
one of the most peaceable citles in the
Lhree kingdoms. In 1870 the number of In-
dictable offenses was 5185 In 1906-6 the

number fell to 3,28, The number of sum-
mary convictions In 18T was 47,310, and
this showed a great falling off In 156~ the
number being 28 0.
