INDIAN CONVOCATION AT AN EXD

Servieea Are Attended by Tweniy-
Five Huandred Natives.
VALENTINE, Neb, Aug. 28 —(Speclal.)-—-
The Christlan Indian convotation of ithe
Niobrara deanery of the Epilscopal chureh,

4 In the diocese of Bouth Dakota, which haa

besn held on Antelope eresk, about thirty-
five milem norih of Valentine, fur the last
five days, closed Tuesday evening after
one of the most remarkable Indlan meet-
ings ever held In the northwest,

Aftar a colebration of the holy . com-
munion and morning prayer at $:30 a m.
Tuesduy, the usual routine of businoxs
was gone through, and at sunset a bheaut!-
ful service was sald, all kneeling upon the
opean prairie, and the memornble convoca-
tion closed with the blessing of Bishop
Hare.

One remarkable featurs which develops
from this convocation Is the strong fecling
on the part of the Indlans to have thelr
own people elected to placed of honor and
responnibility. As an {llustration of the
strength of this apirit the Rev. Amos Ross,
a natlve priest, waa elected dean of the
canvocatlon for this session. The election
of other officers from native elergy and
Inity are sure to follow. The next con-
vocation will be held at some. mission in
northern Bouth Dakotia in 1908

The iIndlans, fully 2,600, broke camp
Wednesday morning and eaeh tribe, after
paying a loving farewell to Biahop Hare,
set off for homo. Some of the Indians and
whites drove In a wagon for five and six
days, coming from the extreme parts of
Bouth Dakota to attend the convocation
and recelve Bishop Hare's blemsing,

Bishop Coadjutor Johnson and many
other clergymen and delegates arrived in
thid' &ty ' Tuesdny from the' cohvdéation
grounds (o take the traln home. They wére
accompanied by a large number of Indinns,
who came down to ses them off,

naturally of a nolsy, wild diaposition. They
have a deep reapoct for the services and an
