At
any moment the government could close
the churches, and thers §s Hitle doubt they
would If they wéera not afrald to rouse the
French people by such an extreme step
to open revolt,

They have offered to lease them to the
bithops, but on the understanding that the
latter should keep them in order. Now, ns
under the copcordat, the minister of publie
waorship was bound to keep them In proper
order and repair, but falled for the last
twenty-five years Lo do so, the amount of
money necessary to effect repairs on the
huge churches of Parie, such as 8t. Bulploe,
Notre Dams and the Mudeleine, and on the
cathedrals of other towns, and to keep
them fit for public service In the futore,
would be entirely beyond the menns of the
church of France. They are government
property, and the bishops will not lease
them uniess they are put and kept in re-
pair. The government ls therafore on the
horns of s dilemma. They ofMciais dare
not closs them sntirely, and the prelates
will pot mccept them under the conditions
offored.

Pope Condemns Froject,

An attempt was made some lime sinoe
to form associatlons of laymen to lease
them on bshmlf of the church, but the
bishops refused to sanction the project,
and the pope entirely condemned it It
would lead to many abusen. The priexts
would find thelr hands more tled in many
sasea than before. Any nolsy man, pos-

It will be the embodiment of the
principle, “‘rule of the _pfuph- by the peo-
ple''; it will be the head of an Irish stale
comprising some 3,000,000 of people; it will
be af much entitled to legisiate and direct
ihe external nffaira of Treland nS the
Cromwslllan Parliaments, or the conven-
ilons that bestow the English crowns on
Williamy and Mary were entitled to make
laws and polloles for England Why.
therefore, should there not be a govern-
ment? Theoretically, an Irish stata will
have coma into existence. Those who have
taken any oath binding themeelves In the
service of the Britiah government will have
to alter thelr alleginnes elther by repudl-
ating the oath or adherink to ita termas and
acting in the service of the Irish state.

Two Chambers After Comstitution.

Having obtained “a new constitution’
by the mere setting up of two chambers
in Ireland—an upper and s Jower—what
will be the next step?

It would be rather dlMcult for such A

of the country without an exocutive min-
istry. For instance, it could not devole
exclusive attentlon to industries, forelgn
affaire, commerce or education at the aamo
time., A person responsible to the Irish
councll—one of Its members well nequalnted
with the subjest—would have to be ap-
pointad for conducting oach depariment,
mo that it would recelve the attention and
ecare its importance demanded. All these
heads of depnfments would require sal-
aries: In other words, the ofMcers of the
council should be a paid ministry There
would be openings for Irishmen with
good technloal knowledge of Irish subjects,
political and economical

Thus we would have a minister of for-
eatn, whose province it would be to muper-
intend the reafforestation of Treland by
the Irlah ecounty councils; minister of
agriculture, to aepint and advise our farm-
ers: & miniater of education and & min-
[ster of industries, to operate in their par-
tleular spheres, and, lastly, I think there
ghould be a minister of agitation. The
latter position would not be 4 Very en-
viable one, but it would serve & Very use-
ful purpose, A person, when he makes a
study of any particulnr subject, will dis-
cover ways and means which would be
beyond the command of those who devoted
little or no study to the matter.

Ministry is Contemplated,

Aguin, If Ireland is to enter Into  ex-
tensive forelgn and comméercial relations,
it will require ministers to carry on the
work of these departments also.
