Dmkota, Bouth Dakota, Minnesota, Wiscon
Kin, IMlnols and Iowa have gone into a
combine ofi the pure food law. It Is pro-

rtumod by “the pure food and dalry commis-

sloners of the six states to administer thelr
pure food laws as nearly uniform as it will
be possible In order to accomplish the bhest
results, When the statle laws were passed
the grocera fought them, at least the whaole-
salers, on the clalm that the matter should
be taken care of by a national Ianw, so as
to be uniform.

H. R. Wright, state food and dalry com-
misstoner, has just returned from St. Paul,
whera the food commissioners of the six
stutes held a conference The wholesalc
grocers compinin that when they fix a label
for one state it (s found that It will not fit
another state and that the shipping clerks
sometimes make mistakes and ship moods
intended for lowa to Minnesota and Minne-
sola goods to Iowa and trouble follows.

At the meeting In 8t. Paul It was agroed
to work In harmony snd make the require-
ments as nearly uniform as possible to do
under diffarent laws. All of the states re-
quire that there shall be no deleterlous
rubstances in the food and the commis-
sioners have about reached an agreemont
&8 10 what will be considersd deleterious in
all the statea, Further meetings will be held
to care for other matiers as they arlse,

Furthermore, the chemists of the states
will work in harmony and each state get
the bepefit of the work of the olher states,
It has been discovered by the chemist of
the North Dakota ecommission that whole-
galers are putting alum Into plckles, horse-
radish and mustard. The chemists are un-
able to explain it. Alum is prohibited In
other foods, but It was never suspected
that they would put in thesa things for
there {8 no known reason for mo dolng.
The North Dakota chemist clalmed the
manufacturers could glve no reason and
he hence Inferred that they were 20 in the
habit of putting something In that when
other things were ruled out they put in
alliil because it was the handiest they had,
The commissioners decided to prohibit ita
use.

Don't Like Texas Law.

Iowa business men who have been in
Texus bring back had reports on the recl-
procal demurrage blll. They claim that the
law works In theory, but not in practice.
In Texas the law has been In force for
some time. It Is rarely made use of by
the shipper, however, because the shippers
have found that the rallroads dislike the
law. Consequently when a shipper does
take advantage of the law in an effort
to get a car the raliroad will use up the
fimit of the law of six days before turning
the car over for use, It is claimed that
at times the rallroad will have a car which
it could furnish long before the six days
Is up, but If the shipper makes the statu-
tory requisition for a ear they will not let
him have It till just before the expiration
of the time. In other words, they Use the
privileges of the law as a club over the
heads of the lllle(‘l‘ to keep him from
taking advantage of the law.

The greatest regular dis-
tance at which the range can be used for
the full range will be L0 yarda, but for
special target practice for greater distances
a part of the range can be used up to 1L4m
yards.

That s more
than three-gquarters of a mile. In addition,
the range affords exirg targets for pisiol
shooting, which can be used at the same
time that the regular rifle targets are
in use.

The motlons to remand to the supremae
tourt of the state the oasen of 1he state
lof Nebraska and the Raliway commission
against the several rallroads were over-
ruled in the federal court Monday morning

Thesn are the casea in which the Union
Faclfle, the Durlington, the Rock Island
and the Missourl Pacific rallroads seek to
rosist the reduction of 15 per cent made

on earload lots of n certain class of freight
a8 made by the Aldrich rate bhill and also
nre fighting thoe 2-cent fare billk. The sult
was bhrought by the attorney general In
the supreme court and transferred to the
federal court on motion of the rallroads

Monday was devoted to hoaring argu-
ments by Attorney General Thompson and
the nttorneys for the rallronds on the sull
brouglit in the federal courl by the above
named roads and the Northwestern against
the Rallway commission whereln tha rall.
roads are mecking to resist the 19 per cent
teduction on freight on certaln kinds of
ordered by the Rallway commission. Theo
rallroads are seeking a temporary Injunc-
tionn agninst the Rallway commission to
prohibit the Iatter from sending out to the
foeveral roads formal notlees of the lowered
rates, Judges W, H. Munger and T, C.
Munger were on the hench.

Attorney General Thompson represented
the state and Edson Rich, Ben T. White,
J. M. Kelby, B. P. Waggoner, James Orr, W,
. McHugh and Carl Wright were among
the attorneys repres:nting the raliroad in-
tereste.

Judge Willlamnr af the Hallway commin-
slon wns present also,

The motion to remand to the supreme
court the cases of the state against the
five express companies was sustained in
the federal court Monday on the ground
that the state is the only plaintiff in those
cases and therefore they canpot be heard
in the federal court., These are the casea
In which the state secured a restralning
order and Is gecking an injunction to pre-
vent the express companies from refusing
to put into effect the reduced rates ordered
by the Sibley law.

The court was asked If It had determined
whelher the state of Nebraska was the
party to the suit and the answer was that
the court had not %o decided, but that if
the state was not the party then there
Wis no issue,

No Indication of Reduction.

Attorney General Thompson, in hie argu-
ment against the issulng of a temporary
injunction against the rallway commis-
slon, pointed out that there had been no
Indication that the commission intended to
reduce rates on grain, that the notlce sent
out ta the rallroads on August 17, citing
them to appear September 9 before the
commission, wias a mere formal order, with-
out anything in it to Indicate that any
reduction of rates was contemplated. He
held that untll an order has been made by
the rallway commission lowering grain
rutes the railroads have no cause of com-
pluint. He showed also that even after the
order is made the rallroads have thirty
days Lo resist it

B. P, Waggoner, general attorney for the
Missourl Pacific rallrond in Kansas and
Nebraska, opened the argument for the
rallronds, He took the position squarely
that the rallway ocommission doea not
posscss the right to fix rates,

W. D. McHugh, speaking for the Roock
Island and Burlington rallroads, painted
& pleture of holacaust and chaos If the
injunction were (o be denled, and declared

the *floodgates of Iltigation” would be
thrown wide open If the commission was
nllowed 1o proceed The law, he sald,

allowed any shipper of frelght, and there-
fore any person im the state, to start an
actlon against the rallroads and agsinst
any of its oMcers, The raliroads, he sald,

Judge T. C. Munger Inquired whether the

But he declared the
action which the comminslon I8 supposed
to be about 1o take I8 not oaply grossly
unjust, but confiscatory and even uncon-
stitutional. Jf the 10 per cent reduction s
made by the commission, he sald, the rall-
ronds #Would be hauling the grain at less
than cost. The multiplicity of sults ané
legnl actions whtch would be sure to follow
the making of the order by the gommission
should be svoided, and, he sald, this could
be done only by the granting of a tems
porary injunction by the federal court
