Hepes Citlaens, Council and Legisin-
ture Will Awaken to the Needs
of the State's Growing
Metropolis.

The introduction of a resélution in
eity council by Councliman Bedford caiiing
for the erection of a fire departiment house
al Twenty-fourth and Ames avenue has
caured conslderable speculation among
thoss familiar with the condition of the fire
fund. Chief Salter says all the money avail-
able for the department next year will not
parmit an increass in the force sufficlent to
man the housa at Twenty-first and Lake
sireets, whieh will be roady for use aboul
January 1. The squipment for the house I8
on hand, with the excepulon of horses and
one truck; but twenty men must be added
to the foree before the equipment can be
usad, and the only funds nol now eppropri-
ated or to be appropriated for ordinary ex-
penges s $2.000. The chlef says he is glad to
know there Is a chance for a new house at
Twenty-fourth and Ames avenue, as one is
absolutaly necessary, since so many lumber
yards and manufacturing conocerns are be-
Ing operated along the Belt line and the
line of tha Northwestern north of Ames
avenue. He hopes that the construction of
the houss will ecall the attention of the
people to the condition of the fund, so that
the next pesslon of the legislature may in-
crease the amount avallable for fre purs
pones, which should not be less than
000, according to the chief.

AL predent the house nenrest to the
proposed wmite of the new houss s at
Thirtieth and Spalding wstreots, but it la

a four-man company and of lttle ues in
ease of a fire o Ames avenue oast of
Thirtleth. The most avallable force is at
Twenty-fourth and Cuming strests, which
means a run of over & mile hefore the ma-
ehines reach the mcens of a fire on the
avenue,
Hopes Conncll Will Obaerve.

In this connection the chief says that he
hopes the elty councll and others in au-
thority will give some attention to the
condition of the houses In the central part
of the city. The eity 18 paying $5,000 a
yvear rent for the house at Elghteenth and
Horney streets. It owns part of a lot at
Ninetennth and Harney, and the chlef says
that 1t should buy more ground and bulld
a hHouse of its own. According to his es-
timate, thin could be done at a cost of
Interest on bonds and the saving ln rent
eould be applied to the minking fund.

The house of No. 2, on Tenth strest be-
tweern Farnam and Douglas, Is another
where the chilef desires & change. The elty
alrendy has an offer for the lot on which
the house stands, and the tract s so
crowded by high bulldings and tracks In
the alley that its use as a fire department
statlon I8 becoming impossible. There ls
not enough room for the work and when
cars are sont up the alley there Is no place
whoere materin]l from the stables can be
thrown, while men, machinery, horses and
stoves are all crowded Into n room not more
than twenty-two feot wide. What he de-
glres In & new house near the present site,
but on cheaper ground, whers larger squip-
ment eonld be stationed. It is hin desire
to move the big truck from Eighteanth and
Harney sireets to the wholesale distriot
and place lighter trucks on the hill, and
thi¥ can be done to his satisfaction if the
No. 2 house ls cnlarged.
