The foderal grand Jury completed ita
rork at noon Friday, having been in ses-
sloni but thres days, beginning with Tues-
day noon
The oases investigated were thoss orig-
Inating since February 7, when the new
judicial divislon law went into effect and
relata only fo such cases as originated In
the North Platts or Omaha division, which
includes the Norfolk, North Platts, Grand
Island and Chadron subdivisions. The cases
will be tried In thelr respective subdivi-
slone

A novel cass was Investigaisd by the
grand jury, In which a green cowhide was
introduced as one of the exhiblts. The live
cow had been originally sold by movern-
ment contractors to the Indlans at the Pine
Ridge ageney, was stolen from thers, sold
and butchersd in Nobraska The faderal
laws are strict against the purchass or theft
of Tive stock from the Indians after it has
onos been lnpued to the Indians by the
Rovernment,

Fourteen Indictments wers returned by
the grand jury and upon the announcement
of the completion of the work by the fore-
man, Judge T. . Muynger, after thanking
the members, discharged the jury for the
term.

Among the Indictments returned but five
were given out for publication. They are
Jove Mastelloa. for forgery of & money
order amounting to $30; Jesss Redwing
and Andy Walker. for Introdueing lNquer
onto ths Indian rewervations; John Joyna,
colored, for selllng malt lquor in Omaha
wilthout paying the special government
tax thereon before engaging In the business,

Case of the Jap.

An Interesting case is that of the indlet-
mant found against one K. Kawahara, a
Japanese, who I8 Indicted for secreting,
ambezzling and destroying certain mall not
addressed to him. February 21 a mall
pouch was accldentally thrown or fell from
& mall traln between Big BSprings and
Llewellyn and fell under the wheelg of the
train. Most of the letters were destroyed.
The fragments of the mail with the mail
sack were subsequently gathered up by
the postoffice authoritiea in that viclnity.
One registered letter contalning a remit-
tance of 600 from the Stock Yards bank of
Bouth Omaha to the bank at Liawellyn
wua subsequently pleked up by some Jap-
anese pection handms, who occupled a burnk
house al Big Bprings. The Japanese who
found the peckage of money discrestly hid
It and sald nothing about the matter. In
June following the bunk house was broken
intc by trumps and robbed. The thleves
wern pursued and captured and upon being {
searchod at the jall there was found in |
thely posscssion the fragments of lln‘e-l:|
£ bills, wlieh tallled exactly with threa
bille In possesslon of the postoffice Inapec- |
tors who found Lhem al thc seenes of the
destroyed mall saek the previous February,
this being ull tha ™money recovered at Lhe
time by the postoffes inspectors. Inquiry
was al once Instituted and finally Kawa-
hara, Lhe Japanese who found the money,
confeered to having found it and admitted
he had most of it secreted in the bunk

Heo had sewn up 8300 in n bed quilt [
and the remainder, all but s few dollars,
was found hidden under the steps of the |
bunk house. He confesred to having found |
the money, and subpequently made good
the entire amount to the postoffice authori- |
tles on the ground, as he stated, that he
did not want to bhring discredit upofr the
Japancse name in this country.

Kawahara will have to answer io the .
United States Alutrict court, but he fesls
assared he will be acquitted of any wrong
Inlent.

John Pegg, c'ty Inzpecior of welghts and
measures, s making arrangements to co-
#purate with (he state inspactors in the
enforcement of that part of the pure food
law, which requlrea tha placing of the
statement of the exact welght quantity of
a commodity on the psckage in which It ia
sold. The inspector says that under the
ety ordinances it has been found Impossi-
bis to secure evidence against deakers, who

the quantity represonted bocause the
pralers swear they do not wsell the mer-
chandise by the pound, hut by the package.
Under the new law It i provided that
packages must contain & statement show-
ing the weight or guantily and unisss this
i done Ldere may be a conviction regard-
less of the marner In which the merchant
sells the goods.

Now that the state authorities are be-
coming active the Inspector is ready to co-
operate with them at least to the extent
of giving tliem the names of persons here-
tofore suspected to making o practice of
dealing in short measure packages.

The recent advance In the price of bulter
Is attributed in some quarters to the fact
that packages must be branded to show
the welght of contents. This requirement
not only adds to the cost of production
o the eftent of the labor necessary to
do the stamping. but it also makea It neces-
sary to place sixteen ounces of butier
inside the covering If consumers are (o
recalve & pound.
