Last season 1 had
lilnes and azaleas In full bloom elghteen
days after I had put them Into the anaes-
thetlc box as dry shrubs, I was almost as
succesaful with deutsins, spiraeas, vibur-
nums and several kinds of bulbs,

“As to the expense of the unaesthetles it
Is pald for a dogen times over by the added
beaaty and luxurlance of the plants, to
ruy nothing of the saving of time and
room In the greenhouse. It may be, as
several florists who saw my plants last
year suggested, that If such treatment s
peraisted in  several successive vears the
piant will deteriorate from exhaustion.
That polnt T have not had experience
enough to declde, and besides, why should
I consider It at all? [ mean from a busl-
ness standpoint. Few persons buy house
plants with the thought of keeping them
beyond that eeason, any way.

“An 1 have sald, some plants, lke some
persons, prefer chloroform, while others
show a preference for ether., For that rem-
son I use both drugs.

**To both drugs there are drawbacks,
abdut which an amateur should be warned.
While ether ls much the cheaper It Is so
inflammable as to require great cautlon In
handling. Chloreform s more expensive,
but a less quantity is required.

“Again, some plants require m stronger
solution than others. For Instance, tulipa,
hyavinths and lilles need stronger doses
than llacs or azalean. It may be a ques-
tlon of temperament. That is the reason
given by doctors for the same peoullarity
in animale, and we know so little about
plants that I for one would never Inslst
on a different reason.

“In wapite of the many experiments that
Are always golng on, very little is really
known about plant life. Unlike snimal
doctors, plant doctors are seldom learned
men. It s unusual to find a florist wh
knows or cares anything beyond produd
ing salable plants,

proved a success I made it my business t
