Bishop was fArst
placed on duty at Washington as press
agent of the commission, and got Into
all sorts of diMeculties with the news-
papers. He stuck through the various
changes of the commission, hewever,
and a few months age was sent to the
songe and The Canal Record I8 the
eonssquence. It s a fancy price, of
course, to pay an editor of & country
weekly, but living fs high in the canal
sons and the light he I8 throwing on
the situation there will satisfy the
country that he |s earning his money.

Editor Bishop wisely refrains from
writing editorials. As his paper |s
printed at governmen! éxpense, any
opinion he might express might come
under the suspicion of being blased,
80 he is confining himself entirely to
collecting and disseminating facts
about the canal and (ts workerse. The
initial number of The Canal Record
indicates that he has apparently over-
looked nothing. He tells us, for in-
gtance, how many cuble yards of earth
were taken from the Culebra cnt the
same day that the Ancon Rabbits de-
feated the Colon Neversweats in a
closely contested game of base ball by
a score of 64 to 468, The All-Kentluck-
fans, we learn, are going to play the
All-Georglans next week, and chuck
beef I8 12% cents a pound. The
Iibraries for the four recreation bulld-
Ings have arrived and that dressed
chickens (mllk fed) are quoted at
$1.40 sach. Immediately under some
gosalp abont the Culebra elubs is the
notation ‘‘that 5 centa will be allowed
for the return of the botfle,” but no
hint of what the botile [s supposed to
contain or its cost in the filled state,

ONLY A MARE'S NEST

Bome of the smart politicigns in the
vicinity of the state houce, who have

| access to the columns of the Lincoln

papers, have unearthed a new mare's
nest under the election of state rall-
wWay commissionper In Nebraska this
year. THoy bhave made the tremen-
dous discovery that in {issuing his
proclemation for the primary election
the governor called for the nomination
of a candidate for "railway commis-
sioner” when the place to be filled by
the volers is that of "rallway commis-
sloner to All vacancy,” being the un-
éxpired term to which Mr. Clarke
was temporarily appointed.

The political thimble-riggers argue
that with no semination on any tieket
for “rallway commissioner to fill va-
cancy,” the nominations for “rallway
commissioner” do not count and that
all the candidates will have to run by
petition In order to get on the right
race traok, In support of this brief
they cite the decision made in both
primary and regular slection between
the choice of "university regent” and
the cholee of “university regent to fill
vacancy,” mnd llkewise between the
cholce of judge of the district court in
cortain distriots in which a judge s
also 1o be chosen to fill vacanecy.

All this ts polhing but wsplitting
straws and resorting to fine-spun tech-
nicalities. Only one place on the State
Rallway commission is to be filled this
year and the people voling for candi-
dates for rallway commissioner at the
recenl primary understood that they
weére making s nomination for that
place. In the case of the regents and
of the judgeships thers are two lerms
to be filled and the addition “to Al
vacaney" Is slmply to designate which
is which and would have been secom-
plished just as well by numbering

them “ome” mpd “iwe" Mothing of

the kind was necessary to identily va-
cant places on the rallway commission.

The intent of the votevs is plain and
no one has heen minled by the desip-
nation on the primary ballot. We
doubt whether any court in the land
would mpset mominations on such a
flimsy pretext drawn solely from the
imagination.

ANOTHER OURAN REVOLUTION.

Governor® Magoon has shocked the
Cuban jdea of fitness and spolled a
long line of distinguished precedents
by throwing five Cuban ‘‘generals”
into jall on a charge of “disturbing
the peace.” These titled Cubana were
found to be conspiring agalust the gov-
eriment and planning a new insurrec-
tion. In the old days, they would have
blustered for a time and then agreed
to a parley, followed by a pipe-of-
peaco smoke and a bandquel, which
would have fixed the social status of
the revolutionists for all time. Gov-
ernor Magoon did not look at it In that
light and the result is that a Cuban
revolutionist, when he decides to rev-
olute, 18 liable to be thrown in the
bullpen Iike an ordinary vagrant,

The trouble in Cuba I8 socinl, more
than pelitical. Neither the Bpaniards,
who make up a largo part of the pop-
ulation, nor the native Cubans, seem
to care very much about the form of
government or its stability. They want
to be in office, wear gold lace And col-
lect tribute from planters and business
men. Neither side Is content under
other conditions and there {s no prom-
ise, however optimistic qome American
officials on the island try to be, that
any government would last more than
a few months after the American
troops were withdrawn, The property
interests in Cuba, represented largely
by foreigners, prefer annexation to the
United States, while the proletariat
wants a republic on the South Amer-
fcan plan, with the privilege of chang-
ing It by revolution once a month, or
oftener,

The slement of humor is Injected
into the latest threatened revolution
by the published statement in a Ha-
vana eable that “it ls persistently
stated here that money to finance this
revolution was furnished by Wall
street.”” Wall street ia using its funds
for defense, not offense.

A DIMINISHRED BALANCE OF TRADE.

Btatistics of the American foreign
trade for the month of August, just
Issuad by the government, revesl ah
utusunl condition in showing that the
country’s balance of trade for the
month was Jess than for many years.

The éxports for the month wére val- |

ued at $127,000,000, or $2,000,000
less than for August last year, while
the imports amounted to §$125,000,-
000, an inerease of $20,000,000, and
within $2,000,000 of the amount of
the exports. The figures for the elght
months ending with August make a
more favorable showing, although the
exports are still less than for the eight
correaponding months of last year,
while the imports show constant gain,

Our balance of trade, however, Is
not threatened with any permanent
{mpalrment. The Imports for the last
two months have been unusually large,
due to the fact that the Importers
make most of thelr purchases in July
and August, and that the home de-
mand for forelgn made goods I8 greater
than ever before. Owing to the late-
nets of the gpeason, the erop movement
has hardly begun, but all Europe i
bidding for the products of the Amer-
fcan farm and the shipments for the
next three months are certain to more
than offset the losses shown during the
summer. It is significant, too, that a
large share of the recent Imports rep-
resent materials to be used in manuo-
factures-here. Many American manu-
facturers are importing raw materials,
manufaoturing them and then com-
peting with European manufacturers
bath here and sbroad.

The dissolution by the federdl court
of the restraining order prohibiting
the Btate Rallway commission from
procesding to revise the grain rates
postpoues the plank in the demoeratic
state platform calling for 4n extra ses-
sion of the legislature immedintely, if
not sooner, to perform this work by
direot leglalation. Adapting &n ex-
préssion from an eminent democrat,
thia characterizes the democratic plat-
forgn In Nebraska as “the great post-
poned."”

The democratic eandidate for su-
préeme judge in Nebraska ls solielting
votes on the plea of nonpartisanship,
exprossing the bellef that the court
would be strengthened If the judges
ware not all of the same politioal
faith.
