Federal Relations.

HADLEY ON RATE REGULATION

Alttorney Generanl of Mismonrl Rends

an Paper Which is Discassed
by Attorney Genernl of
Nebraskn,

BT. LOUIS, Bept. W—A strong desire to
do awany with the confilet of jurisdiction
between state and federal courte and, as
one of the phasgs of thal, to restrict the
power of federal courts !n thoelr dealings
with matters perialning wholly to a state,
reamed to ba the prevalling sentiment at
a convention of attorneys general from Nt-
teen states of Lthe unlon at the Boulhern
hotel today. Most of the trouble Was
traced to the fourteenth amendment to the
vonstitetion, and one of the attorneys gen-
eral, B. V. Flatcher of Misslssippl, snld he
did not ssé why It should be repealed, as
It did no good for the negroes for whom It
was originally passed, and succeeded only
in embarrassing the state courta

The meeling‘'was called on August 12 by
8 committes, of which Attorney
Herbert 8. Hadley of Missour! wans chair-
man, and General Hadley ncted as chalr-
man at the donvention. The purposs was
announcéoed to ba the general discussion of
antl<irust laws, rallroad rate reégulation
and state rvights, and the papers read bore
out that Ides. The following papers wers
