As for the teaching In regard to the use
of capdies and sweets {t Is very meagre
and InsuMeclent. A teacher says, “if this
habit of buying and eating at all times
mach quantities of cheap candy could be
stopped the children would be In much
better conditfon for thelr work.”

Puare Candy and Sugnar,

Candy, pure candy and sugar are good,
n substance quickly assimilated and made
intd blood and energy, which ara greatlly
neaeded by A growing child. But sugar s
ong of the most condensed of foods and a
little will do a great deal towards supply-
ing the system. Therefore a child should
be taught to eat but a small amount at a
time, and less In proportion as Lthey exor-
cisa In fresh air. A child out doors, mov-
ing mabout rapldly can assimilate and use
up In energy much more of swests In any
form than when sitting In a close room,
the alr of which containa the carbollic acld
gas exoretions of a number of children
Also when out of doors running about the
body is bheld in a mers ersct position and
the digestive organs allowed fuller play,
s they can do thelr work better, hence the
foundation of u better, purer blood and the
generation of energy and Its better uss,
When sitting In a stooping position, bring-
g the dAlgestive organs in a compact
manrs, they cannol funotion properly, the
energy generalted with difMeculty having no
physioal outlet, but being diverted to birain
usa, leaves a certain amount unused,
which manifeats In a form of mnervous
aclivity, resulting In actions of the phy-
sical body of no use to the child, hence the
norveus child, with tha digestive organs
overtaxed to dispose of one kind of energy
producing and not body bullding food A
body bullt of strong foods, gralne, mlilk,
vogelables, swest frults, can use In the
open alr with actlve exerciss, a considerable
amount of energy supplied by the diges-
tion of sugar, but a poorly bBullt body, sil-
ting in & cramped position, In a close room,
using only ts braln forces, should be
very oareful not to over burden the diges-
tlive orguns with this very condensed food.
And above all do not add to the sweet,
wrelched gelatin substances, mades of un-
clean hoofs and bones of animals, or worse
yet, tho dreadful adulterants which the
now state law says are found in confec-
tlonery—'""tarra alba, barytes, tale —dif-
ferent kinds of earth—"chromes yellow,
maraMne or other mineral substance of
polsonous color or flaver, or any vinous,
malt or splrituous liguor or compound or

narcotic drug.’”” To rend over theso misers
able adulterants of an lmportant food aof
clifldhood eondensed In our staute lawse
should make us mont careful what they
are allowed to eat, mopt desirous by the
forca of our condemnation of any food

which does not comply with pure
te ald In thelr extermination.

Peanut BDrittle.

Peanut BritUe—Chop fine poanuts;, put
two cups of sugar over the fire in a large
fron or granits frying pan; otir it con-
stantly with the tip of a granite or heavy
spoon, not getting the sugar on the spoon
uwny more than necessary, as it cakes on
and cannot then be melted; when the
sugar is two-thirds meited Uft off the fre
and continue stirring untll all s melted.
Bprinkle the nuts o a greased tin and
pour the syrup over them carefully about
# gquarter of an inch thick. Let stand
until eold, then strike the bottom of the
tin and break yp the candy., Peanuts and
Sugar are very strong foods and should
bea caten In amall quantities, half-way be-
tweeen Lhe meals, not keeping the stomach
all the time filled with fresh food, and they
should bs thoroughly masticated.

Cocon TFudge—Two cups sugar, one-half
oup milk, one rounding tablespoon butter,
vooked together until It begine to break on
the top In large bubbles; then add two or
ihroo ounce squares of chocolate, dissolved
in & amall amount of hot water, and cook
untll the mixture forms a ball, when &
leaspoonful is dropped in cold water: re-
move from fire, let it get half coul, then
beat rapidly until It begina to thicken; pour
Into & square greased tin the thickness of
n caramel, score It in squares with a knife
and when cold break it up by knocking
the under side of the pan. This contulns
a conslderable amount of cooked fat and
I therefore harder to digest than a pure
sugar candy.
