NOVEL RAILWAY PROPOSITION.

Directors of the Kansas City Sputh-
ern rallway have Introduced a striking
innovation In the management of the
property in their charge, an innova-
tion certain toa be strikingly popular
with the stockholders, however much it
may lower the directors In the estlma-
tion of the captaing of high finance In
Wall street. At the annual meeting
of the board a proposgition was en-
dorsed to pay the company's share-
holders one-half of the company’s net
earnings each year. “Stockholders,”
sald the chalrmen of the hoard of di-
rectors, “are certalnly entitled to a
falr ghare In the surplus earnings of a
rallroad. 1 do not know how other
rallroads would regard a policy of an-
nual distribution of net income to the
shareholders, but It would seem to be
a good plan with regard to the Kansas
City Southern.” o .

While Chairman Sieleken ig llable
to be charged with rank heresy by the
captaing of high finance, the proposi-
tlon must appear reasonable and just
to holders of shares in his rallroad
property. The man unskilled in the
high art and fine practices of financial
manipulation will naturally look upon
it as & matter of courss that the Inves-
tor, whose money has made a raliroad
or other property profitable, nhuul@l
share in the surplus earnings, but such
has not been the custom under the
modern day methods of rallway ma-
nipulation. However profitable the
business of the rallroads have beaen,
‘“fixed charges,” "“reserve fund for bet-
terments,” “legal expenses,' “sinking
funds” and other like absorbers of
earnings have been nsed, or Invented
in emergeneles, to eat up the profite,
leaving the holders of common stock
in the role of Innocent bystanders with
pride of possession rather than divi-
dends as thelr share in the business
of rallroading. The Kansas Cliy
Southern’s plan appears as attractive
as It I8 novel.

THE SUPFLY 0¥ FUEL Ofi.

Some few yveurs ago Texas promised
to revolutionize the fuel problem, when
the oll flelds of the state, In the
cinity of Beaumont, producing
enormous ylelds. The railways of the
sectlon and the sugar refineries
Loulsiana began using oll as fuel and
much space was taken up in the press
of the country in a discussion of extent
to which oil would finally supplant
coal In the big manufecturing plants
of the natlon. The Navy department
conducted n series of elaborate experi-
ments, looking to the substitution of
oll burnlng englnes lnatéad of the coal
furnaces on the blg warships and even
the modest householder wasg flguring
on tearing out his coal furnace and re-
placing It with an oll burner. It now
appears that the supply of the oil has
not materialized to the extent expected
and the rallways and sugar refineries
in Loulslana have resumed the use of
coal for fuel and power generating.

The catise given for this change In
conditions Is the fallure of the supply
from the Texas ofl flelds. This ex-
planation has been generally accepted,
but I8 rendered suspielous by the New
Ovleans Plcayune which, after an ex-
houstive Inguiry, declares that the ofl
flolds of Texas and Oklahoma are as
productive as ever, or would be were

Ol company has secured’ control and
ownerghip of &ll of the best oll prop-
erty in the sonth and southwest and
followed Its established polley of lim-
iting production to the point where
prices may be ralsed to sult its pur-
poses. This Inerease In price has made
it impossible for the rallways and fac-
torles Iu:fgs-r to use fuel oll profitably.
Apparently the same policy is being
pursued that caused the shutting down
of the Colarado and Wyoming oll wells
as soon as they had been developed to
a point where they promised to become
competitors of the bhig combination.
The situation In Texas and Oklahoma,
if as descrihed, furnishes warrant for
further actlvity on the part of the fed-
eral anthorities who have been active
nnd highly successful In Blocking the
game of the oll octopus in Illinois, In-
diana and other states.

CAUSES OF RAILROAD ACCIDENTS.

The contention of railroad managers
that most of the recent wrecka on
American roads have been caused by
defective ralls, for which the steel
