THE TARIFF AR AN IBRUE.

In an authorized Interview the ven-
erable Bonator Alllson of lowa, the
seknowlsdged leader of the United
Btates senate {n matters pertaining to
fMnance and revenue ralsing measures,
asserts that tariff revision will be an
important, if not the paramgount lssue
in the next presidentisl eampalgn. He
Intimates further that it may be taken
up for consideration at the next ses
slon of congress, In order to give the
ecountry information on the policy to
be pursued by the republican party
in the next adininisiration. The sona-
tor admits that sentiment on the ad-
visabllity of consldering tariff legisln-
tlon at this time Is digded, some sec-
tions demanding a revision of
echedules, while others are strongly
opposing any “tariff tinkering.” This
makes It the duty of congress, In SBena-
tor Alllson's opinion, to Investigate
the demands for revislon, ascertain
what the pecple want and where eerl-
ous Inequalities exist so that a later
congress can proceed Intelllgently.

This officlal notlce that the “lowa
Ides™ still persists will carry special
slgnificance to politiclans who under-
stand Benator Allison’s relations with
the administration at Washington., The
Towa senator |s evidently speaking with
the knowledge of Preaident Roosevalt,
who has always favored a reform of
the tariff, but has deferred urging
nction on the subject for other more
pressing reforms which he has urged
succeasfully upon the natlonal legisla-
ture In the last four years. Politieal
gossip has had it that the president
was compelled, four years ago, to
aAgree to leave tariff alone in order to
get the support of Speaker Cannon and
the pronounced standpatters In con-
gess for the rallway rate bill and
a'lled reform measures adopted in the
Inst two congresses. That compnet, If
such there was, has been fulfilled, and
with Benator Alllson’s declaration that*
congresa will now take up tariff re-
viglon comes a report from Washing-
ton that the administration forces are
urging Congressman Burton of Ohlo
to enter the race for speakership
egalnst Mr. Cannon, to secure a man
at the head of the house organization
whn wonid not use his great power
to block measuresg looklng to tarift
revision,

Senator Alllson Insiets that the tariff
must be revised by republicans. He
calls nttention to the difference be-
tween tarllf revislon and tariff destrue-
tlon, explaining that the republicans
want to revise the tarlff along protec-
tion lines, reducing the rates to a pro-
tactive basle in all cases, while the

‘| democrats seek to destroy protection

entirely by reduction to a strict reve-
nue basis. In the meantime the mere
decislon of 4he republican leaders to
Investigate the subject of tariff re-
viglon places the democrats at an-
other dlsadvantage. The democratic
feaders, with the exception of Mr.
Cleveland, whose authority is not gen-
erally recognized by the rank and file,
have lgnored the question until now,
when {f they decide to take up Its
champlonship they will find themselves
sgain Indorsing another proposal in
which the republicans have taken the
lead.

ARGUMENTS FUR PEACE.

The international peace congress at
The Hague will meot about the middle
of June for the purpose of consider-
ing what has been accomplished in the
past year that furnishes encourage-
ment for the fulfillment of the dream
of universal disarmament and world-
wide peace.

One document that should prove of
special Ioterest to the delegates s a
review, just published by a naval pa-
per, of additions made to the war fieets
of the world In 1806, This shows that
215 war vessels of all types were
launched during the year, of which 41
per cent were battleships, 87 per cent
armored cruisers, 12 per cent torpedo
craft and gunboats and 10 per cent
protected crulsers, submarines and
nuxillarios, Russia led with a contri-
butlon of 33 shipe, with Great Britaln,
Germany, Japan, United States, France
and Italy in the order named. Accord-
ing to the report, all the nations are
abandoning the armored crulser and
the battleship of the smaler type and
devoting thelr attention to the con-
struction of warships of the Dread-
naught type, making them blgger and
more destructive than ever before. The
naval budget of every world power (s
lirger than ever before in hlstory, ex-
cept In time of actual war, and there
is nothing to Indicate any desire or
intent of any power to curtall its ex-
penditures for naval and military
equipment.

It will be Interesting to see if the
delegates to The Hague can find any
encouragement In the statistics of war-
ship construction.

PASSING OF THE GRAPTER.

The confession of Abe Ruet, for years
the political “boss™ of S8an Francisco,
is slgnificant principally In showing the
good results for clvic betterment that
have followed the unearthing of frauds
and corrupt methods in the adminis
tration of the nation; state and muniel-
pal affalre.

PARULE LAW ARUSFA.

The parole by Governor Cummins of
Iowa “In the Interest of good govern-
ment" of & professional burglar serv-
ing his fourth penitentiary eentence
and admitting the commiasion of other
burgiaries here In Omeha and else-
where for which he has not yet been
punished, suggests the guestion,
What's the matter with the lowa pris-
oner parole law?

The whole theory of the parole sys-
tem Is that It affords the means of giv-
4ng convicts not yet steeped in erime
an opportunity to reform by setting
them free on probation with a view to
helping them once more to thelr feel,
The Nebraska prisoner parole law
makes these conditions pre-requisite.
The power vested in the governor In
this state to order the release of con-
victs on parole {8 strictly llmited to
those “imprisoned under a sentence
other than murder in the first or sec-
ond degree, who may have served the
minimum term provided by law for the
crime for which they were convicted
and who have not previously been con-
victed of felony and served In any
penal institution within the United
States of America.” In a word, the
Nebraska law permits paroles to firat-
termers only and no such reckless use
of the parole power could be legally
made to turn Joose on the public a
convict confessing to four terms in as
many different state prisons and to
additional offenses subjecting him to
as many more prison sentences il he
could be prosecuted for them.

The same considerations which
made the Nebraska parole law bar pro-
fesslonal criminals serving a succes-
glon of penitentiary sentences should
prevent the llberation of such prison-
ers even where the letter of the law
permits it as It does In Jowa. It Is
certainly remarkable that anyoné pro-
fessing to be working “in the interest
of good government” should ask for
the parole of a four-time penitentlary
bird no matter how useful he may
have been {n supplying manufactured !
testimony for the prosecution of
trumped-up charges against the chlef
of police of Omaha.

The State Board of Assessment will
hold one session for private citizens
who may care to be heard on the ques-
tion of rallroad wvaluation. Tt ought
not to he necessary for private citizens
to eeek a hearing before the board.
