sellers were those who had good profits
In sight or elevator concerns who werehedging against cash purehnss. The high-
est point of the day was reached about thenoon hour, following which prices declinedfully t cents from the top.

for a portion pf the bullish sentiment which
overwhelmed the pit. hut the chief reason

STCCK EXCHANGE LMOST DESERTED

There Is Little Demand for KecarHles
and Prices Are Io-re- r Be.

caase of Advance In
Wheat.

NEW YORK. Mrty 17 --The stock market
today continued to show almost entire r.vlect on the prt of the general world of
cap.tal and finance. Such speculative Inter-
est as exists rinds more attraction In the
grain and cotton markets. An Important
effect on the trmllng l produced nls.j by
the retirement of some (f the habitual trail-
ers, whose plunging operations In the nthav filled up the measure of st ok nvirket
sctlvlty. Not only are the Individual opera-
tions on this class of leadeis lsrk.ng In the
present market, but there has been with-
drawn In their wake nn Important follow-
ing. Olsgunt with heavy losses In the re-
cent severe declines, or hopelessncs of any
early suln-iantl- revival if general Inter-
est are ndvanced In explanation of these
retlrementa

There seems to be an entire prostration
of general demand for securities In the open
market and there Is almost a striking ab-
sence of any large selling. The undertone of
the market Is heavy, as Is almost Invariably
the rase In periods of extreme dullness. The
sagging tendency today was n rympathetlc
reflection from the rising wheat market,
Tho selling of stocks whs traceable in part
to source which are active buyers of
wheat. This selling eeems to be profes-
sional, as all other transactions In the pros- -
ent market are, and the growth of the
short account Is believed to keep pace with
this selling. The Influence on sentiment of
the disfavor felt towards new capital Is-
sues wan shown In some Individual stocks.
The continued weakness of Cheaeake &
Ohio Is referable to the belief thnt a flnnn-cl- al

plan Involving new capital Issue Is
under consideration by the directors. The
upshoot In Canadian Pacific was an exiun-pl- e

of the dangers of the short side of the
market In Its present narrow condition. A
published report Attributed to President
Roosevelt an Intention to move for a com-
mission to appraise the railroad property
of the country and the belief that furthrr
action against some of the great corpora-
tions Is Imminent at Washington, were cited
as grounds for discouragement cf any ac-
tive operations In the market.

The strong advance In foreign exchange
again brought gold exports Into dlst ussslon
and It was believed that " tint Ions were
underway with the Rank of France, looking
to an allowance of Interest . n gold while
In transit. A special Influence In the
strength of exchange is the Interruption to
shipments of merchandise by the 'long-
shoremen's strike, ltanklng estimates agree
that a considerable movement of currency
from the Interior has taken place during
the week, sufficient, with the proceeds of
the subtreasury operations, to yield a cash
gain to the banks of upwards of t3.o00.0.

Bonds wore heavy. Total sales, par value,
81.412,000. United States bonds were un-
changed on call.
