'favorably by the graduate rule than any
other Institution. Harvard la the great
postgraduate Institution of those actively i

'engaged In athletic sports. The rule cuts
the Harvard athletic population away
down In figures. In fact. Harvard men
ay that Instead of figuring on the basis

of 6,000 men to draw from for athletic
ports various restrictions make the figure

actually about one-fift- h of that number. J

it Is added that tuken all In all Dart-
mouth, reckoned as all college, probably
has as many etudanta to call upon for the
support of athletic teams.

The building of play grounds, so to speak,
at Cornell tinJ Yale and the news that
there is great need of such places brings
home forcibly a new development In
American universities. Great spaces aro
now being turned over for the uses of the
nonnthlettc team students. That Is to say,
the men who do not ko out to exercise
with the primary object of being members
of any team are beginning to get ihelr
Innings. Formerly only those men actually
candidates for athletic teams were sup-
posed to be entitled to the ure of athletic
grounds. Now, however, the general mass
of the student body is getting to have Its
rights.

At Cornell, for Instance, the members of
the alumni body ure engaged In raising
subscriptions for an athletic field of this
kind of very generous dimensions for the
use of the nonathletes. At Tale they need
more ground for tennis courts and other
athletic grounds for the exercising man.
While the result of these activities Is sure
to be the development of more men for the
ithletla teams, this Is not tho primary ob-

ject. If there should happen to be a few
men to find themselves, athletically apeak-'n- g,

on the playgrounds that will be all
very well. However, tho benefits to the
rreat mass who have no time for athletic
'.raining and small opportunity for exer-.Is- e

Dartmouth, Williams and Drown.
Fo. lowing is a letter which give the

Dartmouth side of the controversy between
Dartmouth, Williams and Brown over
broken athltic relations:

HANOVER, N. H., May 15. To the Editor
of The Bee: The article appearing In last
Sunday's Bee concerning the breaking of
athletic relations between Brown and Dart
mouth was based on such meager informa-
tion that In justice to the Dartmouth
alumni In Omaha and vicinity tha facta
ought to be published.

The Williams affair was almply a caae
of the atudent body at Williams usurping
the dntlea of the referee by rushing onto
the floor and mobbing the Dartmouth
basket ball Warn with chairs, etc. Rela-
tions were only broken off bv Dartmouth
when, after two weeks, no apology had
been received. The exact sequence of
events In the Brown affair aa published by
The Dartmouth were aa follows:

1. The Bcston Herald aald that Sklllln
was right concerning the contested de-
cision of the Brown-Dartmout- h umpire
and Tniplro Connelly of the Boston Ameri-
cans olted rules In support therefor.

2. Skl.lln was overhasty In ' withdrawing
the team from the Held.

J. Sklllln made an Immediate public
apology for his act and therein offered to
play Brown at Providence without guar-
antee and on any day which Brown might
elect.

4. The Dartmouth Weekly expressed its
regret that the team was withdrawn from
the Held.

6. The Dartmouth athletic council was
awaiting the return of the base ball tram,
lireo.iratory to making an ofllclal apology
to Ilrown for the unfortunate episode.

6 In this posture of affairs, before the
team had returned and before the athletic
council had opportunity to act. Brown
severed all athletic relations.

In view of thes facts, slnoe Dartmouth
not only admitted her unfortunate mistake
but also took Immediate steps to remedy it,
If Brown w'shed to sever athletic rela-
tions Dsrtmouth do-- not complain. What-
ever his college affiliations, any cmdld
man murt admit that Dartmouth, having
mistakenly erred, sought at once, though
In vain, to rectify its mistake.

The attitude of Dartmouth hn been up-

held by all the Boston papers, ps well a
those of Manchester, Springfield'- and even
of Providence, Brown's home papers. Tours
truly.
