EFFFECT OOF TRE PREXIDENT S RPEECH.
The raiiroad managers, the specula
tive Interests in Wall strest and the
public generally have had time to di-
pest the speech made by President
Roosevelt at Infianapollsa on Memorial
day in which bhe outlined his futore
pollcy townrd the rallroads of the

| country, and the result, as shown In

exprosped opinions of the doouwment,
is both Inatructive and Interesting.
Bome of the Noanclal magnates who
had hoped that the president would
track are dissppointed.
Othore who had hoped, or feared, that
he wounld make another advance and
possibly place himeelf in the Bryan-
Debe class of rabid antl-corporation ex-
tremists are llkewlse disappointed. The
public, the Investors and the honest
rallroad men who have followed with
approval the administration’s couree
in rallway legislation and recommen-
dation, welcome the president’'s palns-
taking review of the transportation
problem and its needs, and his ex-
pressed determination to take no back-
wnrd step in his policy of enforcement
of the law for the general good.

Railroad men are finding enconrage-
ment In that part of the address In
whith the president éxpresses his firm
Intent to uphold the righta of prop-
erty. The president has made it plain
that nothing contemplated will affect
the value of existing shares In rallway
reourities, but that future Issves of
stock shall be subject to rigld inspec-
tion by the government, for the pro-
tectlon of both the Investors and the
rallways thomselves. The president’s
propositions to place rallways under the
same supervision that is now exercised
by the _government over national
banks, and to require the widest pub-
lHeity In connection with their fiscal
affairs, are admitted by leading rall-
road men to be steps In the right direc-
tion. The Investors and the publle
have never questioned the advisability
of leglslation to such ends.

Perhaps the greatest opposition of
rallway men is to the president's plan
for & physical valuation of the rall-
ways. Benator LaFollette and some
other leaders In Lhe fight against rall-
road domination and railrond abuses
have urged this plan as furnishing a
basls for valuation and taxation of rafl-
road property and for a reduciion or
adjustment of ratea, President Roose-
velt distinctly siates that physical val-
uation s no sufficlent measurement of
a rate, although it will be of use in
connection with the duty of determin-
ing future capitalization. He makes
it plain that he doea not belleve rail-
roads are overcapitalized, but says it
is quite probable that the real value of
the railroads of the country today ls
In éxcess of their eapitalizsation. He
declares that the success and develop-
ment of the country depends upon al-
lowing Investments In rallway property
to earn a lberal return.

Btudy of the president's address
must convince even the railroad mag-
nates that the president has no intent
to injure rallroad securities, but rather
to protect them, in behalf of the gen-
eral welfare, and that hia program for
future legislation, on the transporta-
tion question calls for justice and
equity to all intereats concerned, None
but the rallroad wreckers and specu-
lators can take a deapondent view of it

QUEER CASE OF COLOR BLINDNESBS.

Attorney General Booaparte is a res-
ident of Baltimore, where the race
problem j« always an issue in politicel
campalgns, For several years the dem
ocrats of the state of Maryland have
béen making a determined, but unsue-
cessful, effort to secure the disfran-
chisement of the negro, after methods
adopted In some of the other gouthern
staies. Some of the leading republicana
of the state rather endorse the demo-
cratic plan, In secret, but oppose it for
political purposes. Attorney General
Bonaparte's attitude on the negro
guestion has been made clear by an
address he made duriug the munleipal
campalgn In Baltimore, Discussing the
administration's actlon in the case of
the riots at’ Brownsville, resuiting In
the president's discharge of a battal-
jon of negro soldiers, General Bona-
parte sald:

A colored soldler who makes n bad rec-
ord as a soldler s & danger as well as"a
disgrase to all coloréd Americans, but it
s no less true that a colored voter who
salls hin vote or a colored citizan gulity of
orime or sunk in laginess or vico s also
o danger an well na a disgrace 1o his race.

Unquestionably, Attorney General
Bonaparte Is right. The bad negro sol-
dier and the corrupt negro citizen who
sells his vote s & disgrace to his race,
There g no room for argument on that
point. However, the bad white soldler
and bad white man who Is aunk in
sloth and crime and sells his vote (s
Just as enlpable as the negro who com-
mits a aimilar offense. If there is any
degree In the offense, the white man
s the more gullty, as he has had more
opportunities to learn better, General
Bonaparte's address is valuable only
ns showing on what slim threads a
real southertier can hang an argument
aguinst the negro.

THE BILLBOARD.

Pittsburg Is just now having an ex-
perlence which may be duplicated in
eearly every elty of Importance in
America, The billboard nulsance
theére has grown to an extent that has
become intolerable and the citizens
are now demanding that the author-
ities take steps to abolish the hideous
slgns that defacé-the city's thorough-
fares

The straw that broke the camel's
back in Pitsburg was the erectlon of
an enormous slgn board opposite the
new Carnegle lostitute, of which the
Bmoky Clty Is so proud. On this was
ralnted an alleged reproduction of one
of the works of art exhibited at the
institute, Tt representod a wood
nymph coutemplatirg with ecstary the

with a lovely digpiay of plumbing fix
tures. Incidentally the billboard en-
clowed a fashionable boarding house Lo
such an extent that the place had to
go out of business,

In Omaha this point has scarcely
been reached, although the insult to

good taste glares at the public all over
the city. There is not a section but
has been Invaded by the biliboard

with Ita hideous dieplay of garigh col
ors, Incongruously smeared, to an-
noutice to the waiting world the merits
of somebody's near food or denutured
whisky. Apart from the assthetle con-
slderation s the effact of the billboard
on the public health. The city physl-
clan complaing that rubbish & dumped
back of the billboards In various parts
of town, In several Instances becoming
& most pronounced nulsance. He haa
been unable to secure service on the
owners of the property and conse-
quently this menace to health has been
removed at the expense of the public
or not at all,

It Ie within the province of the city
council to regulate and control the bill-
board, and some step should be taken
In this direction at once. The most
eMonclons method so far has bheen to
tax the billboard out of existence.

TEN MONTHR FOREBIGN TRADE, *

Detalled reports of the (federal
bureau of statistice on the forelgn
commerce of the United Siates for
April, with compieted figures for the
ten months of the present fiscal year,
furnish enthusiastic encouragement for
officinls at Washington who have been
persishent in thelr predictions that
while our exports of agricuitural prod-
uels and raw matericle might be ex-
pected to decline from month to month,
on account of the remarkably rapid
increase In the demand for home con-
sumption, the foreign demand for
American manufactured products
would more than make np the usual
total, thus retaining a healthy balance
of trade in America's favor, The sta-
tisties at hand show that there has
been a decline, both for April and for
the ten months of the flecal year, in
“foodstuffs in crude form" and in
“foodstuffs partially manufactured.”
Th‘e decrease In these two Iltems of
commerce for the ten months aggre-
gated about §198,000,000, as compared
with the ten months of the precoding
flscal year.

To offset the decline in the valne of
exported foodstuffs the country showed
2 gain in the export of crude materials
for manufacture, over the correspond-
ing period of last year of about §7,000,
000, while the exports of *manufac-
tured products showed an Increase for
the ten months of about $20,000,000.
Of this amount some $13,000,000 was
in manufactured Iron, steel and copper
producta,

The figures show that America Is
slowly, but very surely, progressing in
the direction of consuming more and
more of i{ta food production and raw
material for manufacturing and just as
steadily increasing its output of manu-
factured products for the markets of
the world. The change 18 gratifying as
showing the Inereased demand In the
markets of other countries for the fin-
ished produet of American labor.

T0 CHEW OR TO BOLT.

The eating publie will be in a terri-
ble stew [ it attempted to follow the
advice and directions of the sclentific
experts who have been devoting so
much of thelr time in the last few
years to a study of what we should eat
snd how we should eat It. Dr, Irving
Fisher of Yale has just completed a
course of highly edifying lectures on
the subject of mastication, the gist of
the series being that every morsel of
food, from soup to nuts, should be
chewed at least thirty times before
swallowing. The arguments advanced
in support of his advice are absolutely
unanswerable, or were until good old
Dr. Wiley, the chief chemist of the De-
partment of Agriculture, took a hand
In the discussion and Issued n new set
of rules.

While Dr. Fisher {8 supported by a
long line of distinguished precedents,
Dr. Wiley's advice I8 not to be lightly
fgnored. He has conducted experiments
with “polson squads,” sampled all the
whiskies In the world, and bases most
of his advice on the results of personal
obgervation or experience. Here s
what he says about eating:

Don't chew Yyour meat—boit it. Fesh-
sating animals never chew thaelr food; they
bolt it. Man, by chewing his meat, makes
it Indigestible. The sallva mixed with the
ment forma an alkaline. Befare the meat
can bLe digested the anlkaline must be neu-
tralized. Chewing mechanically s & good
thing, for It breaks up the most, but prac-
tioally It Is & bad thing, for It makes It
hard to digest, OF course, chewing is bene-
fictal when eating starchy substances,

Under such eircumstances, with emi-
nent doctors disagreeing, the average
citizen will continue to follow his cus-
toms and his ipstinet, eating what he
plenses, chewing It as much or as lttle
ne he deems npecessary and taking
chances. The boys at home and the
men at the gquick luneh counters will
follow Dr. Wlley's advice and bolt it

The latest development on the tipping
subject 1s calpulatad to lmpross the public
with @ senwe of its helpfulness It has
been AlfMcult snough for each indivigual
to sbhjure the vogue of tipping In his per-
sonal practice. But that (s surpassed by
the official disclosurs that we have all got
to pay for Lipping whethor we ourselves
tin or not

That !s the fAnal result of & recently an-
pounced decision st Washington. It has
jong been an issue bétwoon auditing of-
ficers and government officials who have
to travel In the publle service whethar in
thelr expense acoounis the fees to walters
are to be allowed an expensoes, The suditing
afficars have long resisted that claim; but
they have fnilly ngreed 0 a compromise
by which each government official traveling
in the discharge of hia duly s allowed #
cenits & day for tips. That I8 estimated
ta add to the national expenses the sum
of 36000 annuelly,

Thus the people of the United Stutes
have to pay. No matter how strenuous
anti-tipping we may be when we purchass
any duty or exclse-taxed article we help
to tip the Pullman porters and the wallers
