viction and exscutlon for the martal of-
tense. He swore that the assnssination of
Btounenbergy wna first suggested by Hay-
wood, wna jJointly plotted by Haywood,

Orchard lifted the total of his own mur-
dared vietima to elghteen, detalled the elre
onmstances under which he tried to mur-
der former Governor Peabody, Judge God-
dardl, Judge Gahbert, General Bherman HBell,
Dave Moffati and Frank Hsarne, Inels
Aentally he confessed to a plan to kidnap
the child of one of his former assistants.
