RE "ORME [X THE POSTALSRAFIOR.

Mr. George Von L. Meyer, the now
postmaster general, appears to have
brought something more with him
from Europe than the decoralloma be
had won in the diplomatic servieo at

| Rome, 8L Petersburg and other for

oign capitals. While he has been nt
the head of the PostoMee depariment
but a few months, he has shown a de-
terinination to even {mprove upon tho
plana adopted by his predecessor, Mr.
Cortelyou, for entting red tape, which

| has hampered departmental operations,

end placing the postal service of the
country on a business basis. The fed-
eral postofice does a business amount-
ing annuaily to more than $400,000,-
000 In recelpts and expenditures, and
yet Postmastér Geperal Meyer admits
that {t Is simply fmpossible, under the
system of bookkecping that has been
long In vogue, to ascertain the cost of
any branch of the service or to dis-
cover leaks and abuses until after ailt
posgible harm has been done.

The condition of the service makes
it possible for men ltke Machen, Beav-
ers and others who are now dolng time
in the penitentiary, to work gigantic
frauds on the government. The rall-
road and express companies and otliers
doing contraét service for the govern-
ment have opposed every effort at re-
form and modernization of the busi-
neas of the department and have ewg-
coeded pretty well in preventing any
reduction of mall transportation
charges or the installation of any re
forms that would furnish a check on
the dighursements of the department.
Two commisslons n.ppolnte& by con-
gress are at work paving the way for
legislation Intended to put the whole
service on an up-to-date basis. When
this Is done, congress and the publie
will have Information avaflable on the
actual cost of the work done In each
branch of the service, the proflt and
loes on each clnss of mall matter han-
dled, the expense of the franking privi-
lege and the real cost of rallroad and
carrier delivery services. The post-
master genernl Is already taking ad-
vantage of these Inquirfes and pro-
poses to Inaugurate some reforms on
fiis own account that will facilitate the
work of the commissions and serve the
betterment of the service.

General Meyer proposes a change In
the registry and money order systems
now in vogue. He would confine the
registered mall as far as posgsible to
the transmission of deeds, dobtuments
and valuables, leaving the function of
transmitting money to the money order
divielon. He would make postal notes
payabls on 1dentification, without wait-
ing for the arrival of the postmaster’s
letter of advice, and would furnish
amall notes payable to any hearer
presentation. The advantage of t
proposition is evident to residents of
any city which & so large that the
postmaster {8 not personally acquainted
with every citizen, Under the present
system, the necesgity of ldentiZcation
is & tiresome nuisamce and drives bush
ness from the de ment to the banks
and express companies, General Meyer
would also extend the parcels post sys-
tem, as rapidly as posgible,

White it fa not desired that the
Postoffice department should be made
a source of governmental profit, It is
highly desirable that the, antiguated
and obsolete méthods that have been
followed for yeara should be abolished
and that the service be modernized
and popularized, This work, while
difficult, promises to be speedily ac-
complished and the service rescued
from the Ineficlency and waste which
hag resulted In its operation at a heavy
defleit from year to year.

SHORT SLEEVES AND BUBINESS.

Probably it would be useless to'at-
tempt to mscertain why the Amerlcan
girl decided to chop off her sleeves
midway between the biceps and the
funny bone and thus set a fashion
that has become almost universal, but
it 1s practically certain that she never
imagined she was going to cause a lot
of trouble in the business worid by
her actlon.

PILING UP THE SURPLUR.

The democrats who have been de-
nouncing the “billlon-dollar congreasa'
and predicting financial distress for
the government on account of “repub-
llean extravagaoce” In the matter of
congressional appropriations, are find-
Ing lMttle comfort In the reports of
the Treasury department detailing the
fiscal operations of the government for
the month of May and for the eleven
months of the fNscal year which will
end with June 230, Mr. 8haw, then
secretary of the treasury, In his re-
port to congress last December estl-
mated a surplus ot the close of the
pregent fiscal year of about $58,000,-
000, The government’'s surpius of re-
celpts over dlsbursements at the end
of May amounted to $65,060,003,
with every Indication that the business
for June will increase that total by
more than $10,000,000. This wiil be
the largest surplus enjoyed by the
government for many years, desplte
the fact that the annual appropriations
by congress have Ineroased very rap’
idly In the last few years.

While the annual appropriations in-
crease greatly each year, the country’s
wealth grows more rapldly than the
government's oatlay and the burden
of taxation really grows lighter. The
Increasing recelpta for the government
reflects the genernl prosperity of the
country. The government''s fiscal con-
dition |8 such that even the democrats
should take pride In it, although it
robs them of some of thelr political
caplital, of which they are In sore need.

IPE WEATHER AND THE CROPS.

Abnormal climatic conditions have
prevalled so far during, the year, to
the confusion of Oid l’,I'Dbl and the
great discouragement of the large
number of ordinarily optimistic peo-
ple. It is well, however, to keep In
mind the hopeful line of the poet,
“Behind the clouds is the sun still
shining,”” Such ftful appearances s
the God of Day has made since Nature
drew her pall of clouds. sthwart the
sky have been sufficient to convince
even the most skeptical that none of
his potential chlorlc energy has been
lost. The occasional moments of sun-
shine have been of much discomfort,
owing entirely to the Inteasity of the
heat. This ls the most satiefactory
proof that summer s lingering some-
where in the vicinity and that the lce
man will yet have his turn at bat.

In the meantime, Nsture s doing
her level best to triumph over her
blunder. Vegetation {8 making prog-
ress that I8 decldedly encouraging.
While it 18 not likely that Nebraska
or any of the western agrioultursl
giates will harvest the “bumper’ crops
that have gladdened the farmer's heart
during recent years, there Is no reason
to think that the crops will be a total
fallure. Even much of the fruit that
was thought to have been hopelessly
blighted during the unseasonable
snow storms of May Is coming through
and a yleld is assured that would be
bountiful were it not for comparison
with tremendous harvests of recent
years. .

The apirit of the people la still hope-
ful, and when the clouds roll by and
the sun comes out it will find Ne-
braska's optimistic and energetic
workers smiling the smile that won't
come off.

THE JUNKK DIVIDENDS.

The New York Journal of Commerce
has made certailn compllations of fig-
urés which show that the interast and
dividend payments to be made during
this month by the great corporations
will exeeed the figures for Juna of laat
year by more than 10 per-cent In-
cluded In the list of corporations are
the great raliroads of the country, the
big steel mills and the incorporated
concerns in the industrial world from
all parts of the coufitry. The tables
show that there {5 nothing sectional In
the evidence of this increased prospor-
ity. It covers the cotton milis of New
England and the south, the rallroads
from the Atlantic to the Pacific and
from Canada to the gulf, and repre-
sonts manufacturing and industrial es.
tablishments in every state aRd soc-
tion of the union. The Increase in
dividends amounts to many million
dollars.

Buch showing le partioularly signifi-
cant at this tme. For more than a
yeur the opéersling expenses of indus-
trial plants and the rallroads have
been Increased by reason of the pay-
ment of larger wages and other in-
creased codt of operation and some of
the captains of Industry have been
londly proclaiming that the creat of
prosperity had been roached and a de
cllne must be expected.

entitled to pay for all the time thus made
nocessary to return to their homes, The
complroller han sustained the auditor in aim-
allowing the payment.

The asslstant secrotary of war s busily
engngad on the problem of the reorganisa-
tion of the militia to econform with the
law whieh requires that the militin ahall
be pinced oh the same basts as the regular
army or the voluntesr army by January
1, 1808, Fallure to conform to this require-
mont means that the militia organizations
will not recelve the federal allotment of
funds made annually by CONEress. The
questions Involved nare complicated and
will require much thought In their acttle-
ment in & way satisfactory to the militia
and of results which shall be efMotent In
their oporation. It is probable the recom-
mendation will be made Lo CONETeRs that
the period in which militia must prepare
for the reorganisation shall be extended to
at least January, 1000, and possibly for still
another year, This Is rendered neceasary
by the fact that some of the siate legisia-
tures will not be In session until after
next January and there could not be, by
any poseidbility, & change in militia organ-
{zation in the meantime.

The seorétary of war has relternted hls
views oconeerning the engagement of army
officers In commercial pursuits which have
& tendemcy to divert their attention from
thelr military duties. He has been advised
on & number of ooccaslons iately of the
prominent positions which some army of-
ficers hold in mining companies and other
entarprizsen. He ls opposed 1o any activity
which secks to make use of an officer’s title
as a oommercial asset and he takes the
position that 'the dispiay of the army uni-
torm or title “for the purposs of adver.
tising a private business is in bad taste,
if not reprehensible.’ This policy ls not
conalfered so far-reaching that It involves
the solicitation of advertising for tho serv-
fos publications, such o= those printed at
dovernor's Island and Fort Monroe or the
journals of the infantry and cavalry asso-
¢lations, since advertising |s nocessary for
the support of these pertodicals and render
it posaible to conduct them for the bhenefit
of the servioe. Nelither Is It tsonsidered
improper for officars to contribute articles,
especially on military or profeasional sub-
jects, to periodicaln generally for the dis-
semination of knowledge beneficial to, the
service, especially on military or profes-
sional subjeots, but the department does
not approve of officers acting na agents or
solloitors for cgmmercinl publications or
snterprises of any character.”

The War department suthorities have
had their attention called in a polnted way
to the disinclination of most enlisted men
and some ocommissioned officers to take
part in the periodieal practice marchas. It
has been appreciated In Washington that
thers was In the service a prejudice against
this form of military tralning. It In con-
sidered as altogether too sclive; besles,
the iron-clad arrangement which in exaoted
by the War department, at the inatance, It
is understood, of the president, permits no
disoretion on the part of the ecommanding
ofMcer and allows little or no discrimination
on mecount of olimate. Of courss, this In
proper enough in a theoretionl way, but the
eftect of It Iv now being obsarved in the
refusal of enlisted men to re-enlist.
