te af a Will Coaalderea
by Csart.

Tha valiaity of the wtlt of one Wlthelmlna
Arnertsmeyar of Indianapolis, by which she
disposed of IJo.OnO worth of property ac-

cording to "spiritual manifestations." waa
Brought to a test In the supreme court of
Indiana, recently. The will was set aside
oa the ground that the maker was of

mind and unduly Influenced. The
court had this to say about spiritualism as
a factor in will making: "The teetarrlg
was a firm believer In spiritualism for a

timber of years prior to her death, and
fseguently attended seances at her home
and elsewhere.

"Thta must be declared to be tha legal
statue. In the abstrai.-t-. of minds entertain
ing such beliefs, notwithstanding our own
Opinion that such pretended spiritual mani-
festations were correctly characterised by
Vice Chancellor Glfford of England as
mischievous aonsense, well calculated an
the one hand to delude the vain, tha weak,
tha foolish and the superstitious, and on
ths ether to assist the projects of ths
needy and of tha adventurer.
