He
meraly agrees to pay the eontractor n ocer-
tain percentage of the cost of the strue-
ture for his services The contractor
meorely appears In the market as an ex-
pert smployer of labar and an expert
sxecutar of plans drawn by an architect
Under the old system whers the contractor
agroea to bulld for a certaln sum & cer-
tal nbuilding, it s more or leas of =
gamble whether he can do It or not, He
may bid too low and then he loses money
or he may bid too high and then the capl-
tain bullding, it Is more or less of a
system, it I8 claimed, nelther side rune
the least riak., tha contractor makes a falr
profit and the ecapitalist geols everything
he pays for,

Four feet of
the land is Inwide the fence at the north-
west corner and the other four feet (v
under the sidewalk which runs slong the
fences. It Ia now alleged the redolution by
which the land was sold specifies the four
feet under the sidewnlk, while the other
four feet., that which conneots with the
property of Captaln Palmar (s stlll “no
man's land" so far as the records show.

The matter waa called to the attention
of the ocouncilman who Intrgduced. the
resolution, but he would not be gonvinced
of the error in the resolution. The fact
was not mentiohed to others and It was
allowed to go through. 'The maynr signed
the resolution, although his atiention was
called to the error.
