Ths stock market
dropped lack today in the apathetic con-
dition whKh maraed the opeianons last
week previous to the Week end revival cf.
activity. There waa obvluus efforts on the
part cf some of the prolesrijnal interests
l get back the shocks, the selling of which
male that spell of activity.

The slow and spotty prices of today wss
the result of no explanatory news except
ss negative lnferemes were drawn from
the absence of selling pressure, such as
might seem to have been warranted by
some of the world's occurrences. The
dissolution cf the Russian Lun.a was a dis-
turbing influence but foreign markets
seemed not to be disconcerted, although
the event has been rather cieariy foreseen.
There waa sums selling of stocks hers fur
foreign account just at the opening, but
the supply thus furnished was not more
than was demanded by the uncovered snort
Interest. The effect was transitory on for-
eign markets also, Paris ltslf turning to
trie buying side In the London market be-
fore the expiration of the stock market ses-
sion there. It is suspected that a perception
of coming events in Russia has been a
prompting motive with the Bank of France
in its determined efforts to build up Its
supply of gold. Paris secured none of thgold arrivals In London, the Bank of ESig-lan- d

ahsorbkr.g the whole surplv. Sterling
exchange rc.se a fraction In Paris.
