It Is a declaration by his at-
torneys that the mayor is suffering from an
fncurable dissase and that Imprisonment In
A nil will cause his death. It Is under-
etond that the diseases referred to is an af-
fection of the kidneys and that It has ad-
vanced to A serious stage.

The petition alleged that the

| the penal code under which the mayor was

ordered into custody Is unconstitutional In
that the petitloner is doprived of his 1ih-
erty without due procesa of law, The pe-

, titlon further allegea that Imprisonment of

the mayor Is In furtherance of a conspir-
mey by Rudolph  Spreckels and  others,
through a cosrcive power over the board of
supervisors who have confossed thelr gullt
of bribéry, to usurp the office of mayor
gnd secure full political control of the af-
faire of 8an Franciseo by removing all ap-
pointive officers of the eoity by arbitrary,
iliegal and revolutionary means.

By reapon of the grave and serious ques
tions that must arise from carrying out
such a scheme the petitionsr urges that the
facts alleged constitute such extraordinary
clreumstances as will justify the court as
& matter of discretion In admitting the pe-
titioner to ball.

In his address, Preasident Harria an-
nounced that gifis 1otalling 515641000 were
made to the university during the last
school year Presldent Harrle also an-
nounced that the university had recelved
a wift of §160.000 for the establishment of
a schoal of techpalogy, allowing $59,000
for endéwment, and the remalnder for
butldings aud sguipmente. Northweatern

| university has contemplated the founding

of an engineering school for several yoars,
mnd the present gift from an annamad
donor makes the addition to the universiiy
possible, The bulldinge for the technlcal
schonl will be bhullt at once on t™ wuni-.
veraily campus in Evanston. on the sliore
of Lake Michigan

university will erect a §60,000 dormitary
for men and will arrangse for the bulid-
ing of fraternity houses on the campus
