It @ very doubtful, even If Brown had

bean present, that the court would have
prosesded wilth the cases, as counsel for
the saloon men agalnet whom iInjunotion
sults had beon bLrought were loaded with
doponitions conclusively showing that
Brown was not only a resident of Cuba,
Kan.,, but had besn elected last Novembar
Justice of the peace for Riochiand town-
ship, Hepubllo counly, Kansas, in which
the town of Cuba ls Joeated It wos also
shown by thess depositiona that Hrown's
family, oonsisting of wife and four ehll-
dren, tived in Cuba on the family home-
stend, which wae In the wife's name, and
that Brown maintained a emall offloe in
that town, In the face of these deposi-
tlone Judge Wheeler decided that J.
Brown, ‘“plaintiff,’! and ‘attorney for
plaintiff,” could not well be a justice of
the peace In Kansas and a citizen of
Councll Bluffs at one and the same time
and that therefore be had no standing in

the district oourt of Pottawatiamie
oounty, lowa, In the sults such as were
at bar.

Notica was served on Brown by Attorney
0. H. Maynn that the defense Intended
taking thesa depositlons In Cuba, Kan., and
that very day Brown, It Is sald, dismantled
his office, removing the few effects he had
in It

Bome persons were Inclined to oriticise
County Attornsy Hess for the position he
took In these llgquor casea but the outeome,
Mr. Heaa feels, entirely vindieated him.
From the outset Mr. Heen was of the
opinjon that Brown did not come to Coun-
ofl Bluffs to eaforos the Towa liguor lanw
from a moral standpoint but that in bring-
ing the many suits against saloonkeepers
he had an ulterlor motive, The general
opinion & that Brown did not leave Coun-
ofl Bluffs with his pocketbook empty and
that to a partial extent he aoccomplighed
what he came bere for.

ARRANGES FOR MANUAL TRAINING

Board Decidea 0ld High School Not
Suited te Purpose.

The old high school building will not be
used for the manusl training department
to be established In the public schools of
this city. Thisa was definitely decided at
ihe meeting of the Hoard of EBducation last
night, The oM bullding, however, will not
be dismantled for the present, as the board,
by resolution, last night agreed not to do
anything with it for at least thirty days
In order to give the Commercial club an
opportunity to seture a4 normal college or
some sducational Institution as a tenant
for it. The resolution provided that In the
even! of the Comunercial club securing o
sultable tenant, the board would leass the
bullding for ten year=s for nothing.

Cox & Bhoentgen, the board's arohitects,
who had made & thorough examination of
the old high school bullding with Member
Anderson, reported that It would cost
o8N to put the outside of the structure
and the first Aoor In proper condition, this
astimate, ineluding beating and plumbing,
while to repair the entire buliding would
moean 36,000 additional

The report from the committes appolnted
by the Commt-rr'lq club, constating of M. F.
Rohrer, Mar Bourieius and A. C. Graham,
culogizing the old structure and asking that
it be retained, was received, and In com-
pliance with the request of the commit-
teo, the resolution deferring Its destruc-
tion for at least thirty days was adoptod.

NO CONTEST ON TWOLUENT RATE

RaHroad Attorneys Not Present When
Counrt Convenen.

Thers ware no signs when Judgs Bmith
McPherson convened the special seasaion
of United Btatea ocourt in this city yes-
tarday of the presonce of nny rillroad at-
wmey or any Indications that the rall-
rosds Intended taking any action In oppos|
pition to the S-cent pasmenger rate, which
goes into effect in lowa on July 1. A
state officlal who was In the city yes-
terday from Dea Molnea, gave Il as his
oplalon that the lowa roads had no In-
tontion of Aghiting the &gent rate law, de-
spita recont rurmnora to the contrary. He
sald: "Reoent reports from the lowa roads
show that for some time past passenger
rates have even been somothing less than
3 cents per mile. I do not remember the
exact figures, but 1 believe they were
withor 1.96 or 1.8 cents per mile on the
aversge. This being tha situation, 1 do
not sese how the railroads In this state
could wall come Into court and oppose
the I-cent rute.”
