In the thirty-slx years of .his life devoted
to the temperance cause, Francis Murphy
addressed 5,000 meetinge. traveled over

12,000,004 tmen to slgn the temperance pledge.
He oame to America when a boy of 16, and
perved In the Unlon armdy in the clvil war.
He alno served in the Bpanish-American
wir as & chaplain It was In Portland,
Me., that he mada his first public plea for
temperance.,
Traveled the World Over.

Men In every Haoglish-speaking nation on
the globe have heard Francis Murphy plead
for tempernnce, His success was In a great
meanure due to his motto, printed on every
pledge card: “With malice toward noneé;
with eharity for all.” He never dfnounced
men who sold liquor; never was o prohibl-
ttonist and alwiys advocated moral sussion
us the meana of solving the drink problem.

Mr. Murphy always said that his awak-
ening came in Portland, Me,, In 15700 He
had forgotten the home tralnlpg of his
| good Irish mother. It waa the old story
| —at first just a drop or so with his boon
!mnwnnmnl. The habit grew until he
could not control his appetite for IHguor.
One night in Portland he dropped into »
gospel misslon, Ho heard s minister re-
peat the o\d story *of the Nazarene, Be-
fore Mr. Murphy left the meeting he was

l,I'l.al CROSAK, Wis, July 4—Reports from
the Matrict east of La Croess which was
swept by a tornsdo last night, show at
jeast two peopls o have been killed and
one fatally injured aj Oakdals and that the
damage was much greater than Arst re-
ported. The Aead sre: Mr, and Mra. John
Dama of Oakdale. Mre. William Butterfisld
of the samea place is fatally injured.

The storm wan most severe in the vieinity
of. Oakdale on the Milwaukes road and
Warren's ML, and Milistone, on the Omaha
rallway. Onkdale, with & population of
B0, was almost swept away. only one
bullding being left standing.

The full effect of the storm was felt firat
at Milistone. Traveling south, it strock
Warren's Mills, where bulldings wers torn
down and a number of pecople hurt. Thas
erops were ocompletely ruilned and farm
bulldings torn down In a line across the
country to Oakdale, where the whole town
was torn to pleces.

Continuing south from Onkdale, a sirip
of country south and sast of Tomah was

Reacuing and searching parties have heen
#ent out from Tomah, Black River Falls,
Camp Douglas and other towns In the vieln-
fty of the path of the tornado, but the
number of casuanlties has nol besn reported
from all sectlions, wires belng down and
communication being possible only by train.
All wires are down east of Tomah, In many
placer poles being sthapped off close to the
ground.

The meason so much frult spoils after
belng canned, W :—'un housewives o not
fulty realize the fmportanse of sterilisation
When jars are first smptied, each one
ahould Be washed And rinsed thoroughly,
turned upside down to draln, then next
motning put away, with the cap that be-
longs to that particular jar. When frult
ia put on to cook, frst wash off Jars and
put them on also jo sterflige. Use a large
| dish pan; fill half full of clean hot water;
remove oaps [rom jars, place them in the
water, each jar and cap In such a position
that they will not get mixed with any
othara; ses that they come nearly to the
bolling point, which they should do by the
time thé frult s cooked. Always use naw
rubbers or perfect old ones and dp them
also in the soalding water; now 0l the
Jars to running over, releass alr bLubbles,
place rubbers, adjust caps and tighten. It
in nol necesaary o k fruit as muoch as
many seem to thidk. Just see that it 1s
tender, not raw, and sterilised.
