PECULIARITIES OF "LIGHTNING

Discoveries Made Through Use of &
Camera at Smithsoniun
Inatitute,

Remarkabld’ studies or the nature of
Hghtning have been made by a giftad Dan-
ish- Amerioan experimenier under the aus-
ploes of the Hmithsonian institute. Not
only has It been learnad that lightning
finshes are made up of Innumerable shorter
flasheén, and that streaks of lightning are
really linked, or echaln lightning, but the
existence of black or Invisible lghining
has been apcertained. The genlus who has
taken lightning for his study Is Alexander
Larsen, who cama to thia country from
Denmark a few years ago, and whose edu-
eation in photography, chemistry and sloc-
tricity was pleked up at_night school,
Beveral years ago Larsen wrols to
Bmithsonian institute. enclofing photo-
grapha of lightning, which he had tal¥en
with a common hand camera, anll suggeste
Ing that If & camere were 80 goared as to
ba' moved during lightning Nashes the dur-
wtton of the fAash might be determined and
Its nature maede clearer. The [nstitution
became Interested In Lthe Ingenlous immi-
grant’'s work and granted him o small sum
with which to pursue his gfudies with &

belter sguipment.

Larsen rigged up a revolving table, upon
which he placed cameras in such position
as o catch lightning flashes at wvarious
phawes. It wis soon discovered that what

He was really going out
to this oity of the west to recite verses
for the P B K Society of Ita university,
notwithstanding the terror of raliroad
journeys, but he found himeelf {ll-or his
doctor dld for hime-and he was forcod W
give up the journey and the poem. Upsl
this the leading newspaper of the town re=
marked that ‘Edward Everett, untll lately
president of Harvard ocollage (Yals's an-
nual victim at football), waa to have de-
liverpd a mpeech at the university this af-
ternoan, but he fell il and he can't comej
as the lime was short no local substituly
could be found. My, Everett s ddid to b
one of thé huskiest speakérs in Boston.'
