THE ARMY'S DEFERCTS.

Army and offielal circles are seri-
opaly discussing the =mssertion mada
the other day by Major General J.
Franklina Bell, chief of wstaff, that
“there in something radically wrong
with the army.” The mere fact that &
high officer of the servics openly makes
such a sistement |s pretty convincing
proof thsat there s something wrong.

The army officer’s entire triadning
and teaching 8 to accept his duty un-
complainingly, like & soldier. Of late,
however, many men promioent In the
service have been volelng their discon-
tent and reporta from barracks
throughout the country indleate that
the men are disgruntied and the efl-
flolency of the service threatened with
impairment unless the causes of dls-
content are eliminated. Becretary Taft
has been studying the situation and
hae reported to President Roosevelt
that these are the marked defects in
the army service:

Inndequate pay for ofMicers and enlisted
men,
Insufficlency of ofMeers.
Weakness in Lhe preseni gencral
system,
Unsattafactory condition of the medioal
carpe.
Defective syntem of detalling ofMeers to
the general staff and staff corps,

Inndequacy of the army ration.
Absenico of the army canteen,

it i§ announced from Washington
that the administration will recom-
mend to congress comprehensive leg-
islatfon deallng with the whole army
question. In the iast year over 10,000
men deserted from the army and there
woere 51,000 codrts-martial, although
there are but 61,000 men in the army,
Secretary Taft has notified army offi-
olals that milltary courts are not cre-
atad to Increase the number of trials
and that they have beén too busy In
holding trials for trivial offenses. Dis-
satlsfaction among the men {8 traced
chiefly to the low pay. It is said to be
well nlgh Impossible to secure racrults
when farmers are offering two or three
times as much for workmen as the
government pays Its soldlers, The in-
suficlency of officers 1s charged to the
same cause. Army officers are accept-
Ing employment with private concerns
where the pay Is much bettar than the
service affords, and the ranks at West
Point show many vacanclea where us-
pally there Is an overflow of ambitions
applicants. In both the army and the
navy the demand is for more surgeons
and physiclans, bat unsatisfied owing
to the opportunities for more lucrative
practica In privata life,

Congress will be urged to provide
for a general increase of pay for offi-
cers and men In all branches of the
service. The measures will have the
pupport of the administration and of
copgressmén who feel that while the
army. s something of s Uséless neces-
Wity, jn times of pedce, its eficiéncy
must not be Impaired.

Colonel
Hrysn I8 not ready to go as far as
Winslow and turn the archipelago over
to the natives, but he jusists that the
United Btates should pursue thé same
pollicy In the Philippines that it has
adopted ,in Cuba. Secretary Taft, who
has been a sort of foster father of the
Pilipidos, has cheerfully, If unpeces-,
sarily, glven heed to the complaints of
thess special friends of the “down-
troddon’ and replies that the Filipinos
are not yet ready for self-government
and that it would be nothing short of
& crime Jfor the United States to ecut
them adrift prematurely and let them
shift for themselves,

While these fault-inders' are de-
mandaing attention and offering oritl-
clams, the administration 18 golng
along with plans that promise early
fulfilment of all pledges to give the
Fllipinos an opportunity to participate
in their own government, with com-
plete autonomy &8 the ultimate objeet,
The firat native legislative assembly (n
the Philippines wlil be elected July 30
It will consist of eighty-one members,
to be voted for by all adult male in-
habitants over 3 years of age, able to
read or write either English or Bpan-
fsh, who pay as much as 30 pesos a
year In taxes and who have not borne
arms sgsinst the United tes sines,
May, 1901, Thé acts of the legislature
become effective only when approved
by the Philippine commission, which Is
appointed by the presideat of the
United Biates and upon which the na-
tive ‘Filipinos have a lberal represen-
tation,

stép Is far too short toward lndgﬂnd-
once for the Fillpiuos, but the patives

INTERSTATE TWU-CENT FARES.

Interatate Z-cent passenger fares, at
least from the Missouri river eastward,
ard plainly on the program for early
delivery. Interstate 2-cent fares pré
coming nbt because the rallroads want
to give them, but because they find
themselves compelied by the necessl-
ties of the situation to put them into
effect.

The interstate 2-cent fares are com-
Ing by grace of the passenger and op-
érating departments {n spite of the op-
position or Indifference of the law de-
partments, which are reserving the
right to argue in court that they are
confiscatory: The enforcement of the
2-cent fare laws, fizing this maximum
limit on the charge to be exacted for
transporting passengers batween polnts
within #tate boundiaries, has made it
practically lmpossible to charge more
than 2 cents a mile for carrying a pas-
seuger across state lines,

‘The refusal of the rallroads so far
to mgke interstate 2-cent rates has
been unquestionably for the purpose
of annoying the travelling public and
making the new legislation as odious
a8 posdible. That by this method the
rallroands have msucceeded In embar-
rasging and frritating their patrons
goed without saying, but while doing
80 they have at the same time bur-
dened and Irritated thelr own ticket
sellers, conductora, bagmagemen and
operating employes equally, ([ not
more, than the public. The interstate
2-cont fare will be even more of a re-
lief to the rallroad men than it will be
to the passengers.

The rallroad managers might have
foreseen this outcome and, by bowing
to the Inevitable gracefufly, might
have secured some kind of a credit
mark In the public estimation. ‘The
prospects now are that the raliroads
will put In Interstate 2-cent fares with-
out getting a “'Thank you'" for it.

RTOCKS, MONEY AND BONDS.

Wall street and New York had some-
thing of a shock the other day when
bide were opened for the sale of an
lusue of §26,000,000 in New York City
bonds bearing 4 per cent Intereat. It was
the last business day of June and, with
many millions of dollars to be dis-
tributed In dividends, Wall street had
been planning for a blg splurge In
stocks as a result of the investment of
these dividend earnings, and brokers
were confidently predicting that the
bond market, which has been showing
slgns of depresslon for some time,
would certainly improve with the re-
lease of so much money for immedi:
ate investment. Qontrary to all pre-
dictions and expectations, bids were
received for but $2,600,000 of the
$29,000,000 bond Issue, and the stocks
that had been carried upon the anticl-
pation of renewed strength in the bond
market suffered a sharp decline.

Financial experts are trying to ex-
plain that the fallure of the bonds to
find a demand 8 due to a general feel-
ing of distrust in the country over in-
vestments in any class of securities.
Nothing could be further from the
facts. The sple and only reason why
New York City's 4 per cent bonds do
not find ready buyers {s that money
in these busy days ls worth more than
4 per cent in New York. Rallroad com-
panies, whose securities are fully as
safe as those of New York Clty, which
already has a bonded debt of 5560,
000,000, are Increasing thelr dividend
rates to 8§ and 10 per cent. Many In-
dustrial enterprises, solidly backed and
highly prosperous, are paylng better
than 8 per cent and -the demand for
money for railrosdl improvements and
equipment has caused several of the
leading railronds to Issue short-time
notes on which an Iaterest of 6 or 7
per cent 18 being paid. Enterprises of
groat moment are being launched and
pushed in all sections of the eountry,
creating a demand for large volumes
of money at highly attractive Interest
rates. Bo long as these conditions ob-
taln thers will be no brisk demand for
4 per cent bonds of New Yark City or
any other city.

When the crops bhave been moved
and the agrieultural wealth of the
eountry smelted into cash, the surpius
seoking lavestment will doubtiess be
large enough to give a betier and
stronger tone to {hé munieipal bond
market, which ls now suffering from
the general prosparity of the country.

Iness corners for the sale of firoworks
puts Omaba in the class of small vil-
iages and towns._ Js it not high time
for the mayor and eouncll to snnounce
positively that uwo such Infraction of
the buillding ordinanecss will be again
permitied?
