| Baffalo Bill  Iandians Talk
[ Tragedy aof the Little
'i Big Ylara.

Tuesday, June I, was the thirty-first an-
niversary of tha most famoun Indian Aght
In Nistory—the Custer mansssore. Two of
the few remaining Bloux who took part
Iin that tragedy were in New York recently,
parforming In mimic war dancos and bat-
tles with Buffalo BIll. They are Rocky
Bear and Iron Tall
Both ohlefs were relustant at firat to
talk abowt the fight., but at last they
thawed out, and for three hours recited
the story of the troubles that culminateld
In the death of Custer and his men on
June 3B, &% and the banithment of the
{8loux from the rountry. Btripped of its
erude wording, Iron Tall's siory ran aa
follown:
