The “Cathers cnse' originated In 1803,
after the legislature of that year had
changed the Omaha charter to provide that
the Board of Fublic Works should certify
the names of all employes to the elty coun-
¢ll before such employes could draw wages,
Just before the change in the city cam-
palgn of that year the Board of Publle
Works, consisting of City Enginesr Rose-
water, Comptroller Westberg and Bullding
Inspeetor Carter, employed a number of
men angl an attempt was made to certify
them to the ecity council, but no meeting
of the board cotld he securnd.

Westherg Loses and it Starts.

The men performed the servioca required
and after the convention of the republican
party, In which John N. Westherg fallsd
to secure the nomination, he began to com-
plain there were too many men emplovad
by the HBoard of Public Works on the
streeta The Board of Public Weorks fatled
to meet, butl the men continued to work on
the advice of Clty Attorney Connell, who
held they could draw thelr pay as long as
they did the work

Then came the campalgn in which E. A.
Bonson was Independent coandidate for
mayor. It was asserted by the anti-Moores
faction the election of Mayor Moores waa
duse to the men carried on the payrolls and
that they were semployed for political pur-
poses In larger numbers than ever before
known In the history of the city. After
ity Attornay Wright came Inte office he
idvised the council not to pay the men,

dipg that they were not legally em-
ployed and not entitled to wages.

With C 0. Lobeck and C. Withnell on
the Board of Public Works with My. Rose-
water, a new list of names was prepared
and sent to the ¢council which was not cone
firmed.

Workers Wanted Thelir Pay.

The workers wanted thelr money and the
old ecouncll would not pay them., nelther
would the new one on advice of the new
eity sattorney. The fight went on for a
year. In January, 14, the bills were al-
lowed, but not placed on an appropriation
aheel. Inm March a few of them were
placed In the appropriation ordinance and
paid without legul actlon by Mr, Cathors,
who had theretofore threatened to snjoin
the payment. In April all of the remain-
Ing bills were placed in the appropriation
ordinapce and at the first meeting in May
they wore ordered to be pald. Mr. Cathers
| was notifiad and attempted to enjoim the
comptrolier from msuing the warrants. He
was too slow, far the warrants, with ons
| #xcaption, had been issusd befors the In-
Junetion papers were served and W. W,
| Mace, who had rented horses to the alty,
waa compelled to wall for his money
