Disinfection of Wells Taken by
People as Means to Spread
Plague.

BOMBAY, July D.—{Spectal)—Ome of the
Inflammatory storles cireulated by Indian
| agitators working up the recent disturb-
ances alleged that the BHritish authorities
were disseminating plague among the na-
tive population by the polsoning of the
wells. A singuinr explanation of this state-
ment has just been made publie in the ofM-
t ¢lal reports,

There were in Bengal, according to these
reports, In the year 1#6-§ more deaths from
cholera than from the plague. the number
belng 148029, or .00 per 1,000 of the popuis-
tlon: and 1o the distrlet of Gaya, where
the deaths from this one Adlsenks wers ns
high as .68 per 1,000, the epldemic wae at-
tributed by the authoritles to the contam-
fnation of the welln by surface washings
after heavy rainfulls. It appears that In
view of this danger the disinfection of wells
with permangunate of potash wias resorted
to among other precautionary Imensures,
and it s now belleved that this gave rise to
these wild stories of guvernment treachery.

At 10 o'clock last night an alleged plot
was reported to Mamquis Ito, He was told
that the imperial guard had been clandea-
tinely ordered bwthe former cemperor to
enter the palace at midnight and murder
the whole cabinet which waa
for his abdication. This is the offlolal ex-
planation of the fact that the Japancse
are garrisoning the palace. The Corean
ministors of war and justice visited Mar-
quin Ito at 11 o'clock last night and de-
clared that the Intrigue above mentloned
was about to be reallsed and prayed for
halp, Marguis Ito, who had already re-
oetved the former emperor's petition ask-
Ing him to ald In subduing dtsorders,
medlately ordered General Hasegawa to
msond troops to the scdne. The soldiers ar.
rived half an hour before the time of the
intended dash af the Corean goneral from
the barracks for the palnos gate,

Mob After Ministers,

A concentralad effort was made At 2
P, m, today (Saturday) ta murder the on-
tire cablnet. After haranguing at the
temple of Heaven, a mob of 200 marched
a mile to the mansion of Lwanyung, which
they sacked and burmed. The same fate
was then visited uwpon the, homea of the
prime minister and others.
