ing to twentieth century rules. He
has even picked out a nice lonesome
place out in Siberin to which the czar
may retire and spend his days In com-
fort and dreams of past glories.

To show that he ls falr-minded,
Norodny offers to give the czar until
1810 to pack his household goods,
pay off his grocery bills and close up
any minor business affairs he may
have in 8t. Petersburg. In the mean-
time, Norodny proposes to float bonds
of the new Rusialan n_epnhllc. Arrange
for funding the national debt of the
empire by the l{#sue of new bonds of
“The United States of Russia," get
next to the seekers for rallroad and
other franchises and lay all the wirss
for smooth sailing under the new
regime. The entire plan has been
thought out with greatest care and the
promoterg do not see how it is possible
for it to fail. Norodmny, to prove his
fmplicit faith in the merit of hig
scheme, himself has invested a handful
of kopecks for a seal ol the new re-
public and will be ready for active
business as soon as the bonds com
from the printer,

Thelr returne are
commensurale with their outlay; otherwise
they would not spend as high as $.000 for
& mingle day's advertising, for the mer-
